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NPOTA  

Centennial  
of the  

National Park Service

This year is the centennial of the National Park Ser-
vice. In conjunction with the NPS, the ARRL has  
established the National Parks on the Air (NPOTA) 
event to help celibrate the Centennial.  NPOTA is a 
year-long event that encourages Ham operators to 
"activate" a park by setting up a station and transmit-
ting from the park location.  Also, chasers are given 
points for contacting activated parks. 
 
I started the year with a few contacts with parks and 
quickly became hooked on chasing parks. There are 
485 units managed by the National Park Service that 
qualify for activation. Any day there are a number of 
Parks being activated and the activators are using sta-
tions from QRP to 100 watts. Antennae are generally 
mobile or field expedient types. This makes contacting 
many of the activators a bit of a challenge. 
 
As my work takes me through Little River Canyon Na-
tional Preserve (PV-12) on a monthly basis, I thought it  
might be fun to attempt an activation there. In March, 
on my return from a business trip, I stopped at the  
ranger station and checked in with the front desk, let-
ting them know of my intentions. I stamped my day-
timer with the park stamp and was told by the em-
ployee that Little River Canyon was also a Trail of 
Tears (TR-12) location. I could activate a two-fer! 
 
I drove to the parking lot next to Little River Falls. As I 
have an FT-857 with the ATAS-120 screwdriver  
antenna in the car, activation consisted of simply firing 
up the radio. I found a clear 40M frequency and  
posted the frequency to the ARRL-NPOTA Facebook 
site and called my wife, Donna, KM4FMW, who spot-
ted me on the cluster and posted to the GARS reflec-
tor. I immediately started getting contacts. I logged on 
paper, and within ten minutes, I had the requisite 10 
contacts for an activation. My fifth contact was Kay 
Craigie, N3KN, another avid chaser. I continued for 
another 20 minutes and 40M started to slow, so I 
switched to 20M. Again, I posted on facebook. Looking 
for a clear frequency, I found another park and made a 
park to park contact. My second contact offered to 
spot me, and I was off again, this time with numerous 
stations calling after every QRZ. I operated for about 
50 minutes on 20M and finally went QRT leaving a 

good pileup. I wanted to get back through Atlanta be-
fore rush hour. I had made 57 QSOs, 24 on 40M and 
33 on 20M. 
 
Logging is all through LoTW. You create a new loca-
tion that is park specific using TQSL and sign and up-
load all QSOs to that location. Upon uploading my log, 
I immediately had about two thirds of my QSOs con-
firmed. Chasers like instant gratification I found, and it 
was gratifying to me, too. 
 
My second activation came on April 12.  My wife and I 
drove over to Kennesaw Mountain National Battlefield  
Park (BP-01) to scope out a planned activation. 
Checking in with the front desk, we met Dan Beard, 
WA4IFR, a park employee and fellow Ham. He sug-
gested using the top of the mountain, which is open 
only during the week. Checking out the mountain top, 
the view was every bit as good as Stone Mountain and 
there was a nice little parking lot with a great view of 

Stone Mountain and downtown Atlanta. Even though 

we planned to return, I could not resist activating then.  
 
I grabbed a pad of paper and began calling "CQ CQ, 
National Parks on the Air, Kennesaw Mountain Na-
tional Battlefield Park" on 14.308. After the first three 
contacts, I had a pileup again. It is incredible how  
popular the NPOTA event has become. Anyway, 
twenty minutes later I had 28 contacts and things 
started to slow, so I called it quits to get back across 
town before traffic got bad. 
 
We planned, and did return to Kennesaw for another 
activation with Ruth, KM4LAO, but that is another 
story. 
 
 

National Parks On The Air 
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NPOTA - An Inspiring Adventure

CQ National Parks on the Air, CQ National Parks on 
the Air… Those simple words are some of my favorite 
words to hear or speak. National Parks on the Air 
(NPOTA), the yearlong celebration of the Centennial of 
the National Park Service, has been the perfect way for 
me to get on the air with HF. Visiting National Parks 
has been one of my hobbies for several years now, so 
being able to visit them over the radio has deepened 
my appreciation for these rich national treasures. I was 
surprised to discover, due to my participation in 
NPOTA, exactly how many units of the National Park 
Service there are, such as national battlefields, historic 
sites, trails, memorials, monuments, and seashores. 
 
 My primary occupation with National Parks on the Air 
has been chasing parks. I passed the General in Janu-
ary, my first NPOTA QSO was on February 1st, and 
since then my park chasing has taken off! NPOTA is 
such an easy event to make a QSO in; virtually every 
day I can hear someone activating a park unit. For me 
as a relatively new HF operator, it is wonderful to learn 
from the activators how they handle pileups and it is 
such a thrill when I finally make contact! Since that first 
QSO I have made over 110 NPOTA QSO’s on both 
SSB and CW. I simply love the flexibility of being able 
to work parks on either mode! I have so many wonder-
ful memories already, including my first SSB and CW 
NP QSO’s, working a NP in a new state and getting 
ever closer to SSB Worked all States, making new 
friends daily through a love of national parks, passing 
100 park units worked, and the personal thrill of work-
ing an activator 6 different times in 5 days at 5 different 
parks on both SSB and CW! I have worked a number 
of units that I have visited in person, including Yosem-

ite, Yellowstone, Zion National Park, Mount Rushmore, 
Shenandoah National Park, the Blue Ridge Parkway, 
and Cape Hatteras National Seashore, but I have 
worked so many more that I have never seen. Now 
because of National Parks on the Air, I know of them 
and want to explore them in person since I have 
worked them on the radio! 
 
But chasing parks is only half the story because there 
would be no parks on the air without the activators! On 
April 28th, Chuck KK4TKJ, Donna KM4FMW, and I 
had the pleasure of activating Kennesaw Mountain Na-
tional Battlefield Park. It was my first activation and 
was a total blast. When we arrived at the park, we 
stopped by the visitor center and then explored the 
park for a little while before starting our activation. I 
enjoyed seeing the park as it was my first time visiting. 
Then we drove up to the top of Kennesaw Mountain to 
operate! We started out on 40 meters with me calling 
and Chuck logging and made over 20 QSO’s. Then we 
switched to 20 meters for the rest of our activation. In 
no time at all we had a pileup, the biggest I have had to 
date as an operator. It was so much fun working 
through the pileup, knowing that all these hams wanted 
to work me primarily because I was activating a park 
unit! By the end of our activation we’d logged over 65 
QSO’s and, most importantly, had a terrific time! 
 
National Parks on the Air is fun and challenging, a 
wonderful way to learn new things while chasing or 
activating park units. I know one of the reasons why 
my HF experiences have been so fantastic is because 
of National Parks on the Air. Whether chasing parks or 
activating them, I eagerly await the adventures Na-
tional Parks on the Air will bring me the rest of this year 
and beyond!

For some chasers and activators, ordinary SOTA isn't enough. (I know... Tough to believe!) There are many 
special events which are related to or impact SOTA. Here are some of them. 
 

Annual North America SOTA Events 
 

 January: NA SOTA Winter Activity Weekend + ARRL Jan VHF Contest 

Each winter, NA SOTA holds a Winter Activity Weekend. This is a weekend when we try to get as many activa-
tors out as possible. It is sometimes combined with the ARRL VHF contest. This can be a great opportu-
nity for Technician chasers to chase and for Technician activators to score some summit-to-summit 
(S2S) points. 

 April: NA SOTA Spring Activity Weekend 

Each spring, NA SOTA holds a Spring Activity Weekend. This is a weekend when we try to get as many activa-
tors out as possible. It is a great opportunity to collect many chaser points and a great chance for activa-
tors to score summit-to-summit (S2S) points. 

 April: QRPTTF 

"QRPTTF is an annual operating event to encourage QRPers and SOTA stations to get out of the house and 
operate portable “from the field,” and of course, have fun." Chasers can operate picnic-portable. http://
www.zianet.com/qrp/ 

 June: NA SOTA Summer Activity Weekend 

Each summer, NA SOTA holds a Summer Activity Weekend. This is a weekend when we try to get as many 
activators out as possible. It is sometimes combined with the ARRL VHF contest. This can be a great op-
portunity for Technician chasers to chase and for Technician activators to score some summit-to-
summit (S2S) points. 
 

 June: Atlanta SOTA Seminar 

Each summer, I (K4KPK) host an online, interactive seminar one evening for new activators and chasers. The 
activators head out for a joint activation of a north Georgia summit on a following weekend. 
 

 August (first weekend): Colorado 14er Event and Rocky Mountain Rendezvous 

Announced in May via www.ham14er.org. This event focuses on the 54 summits above 14,000 feet in Colo-
rado. (Not all of the 14ers qualify as SOTA summits.) Beginning in 2012, SOTA Goats began joint activa-
tions on this weekend. Since that time, way too many activators have achieved Goat status to get them 
all in one place at one time. Each year since, the Rocky Mountain Rendezvous has been an unplanned, 
unscheduled meet-up of SOTA activators concurrent with the 14er event. 
 

 September: NA SOTA Fall Activity Weekend + ARRL Sept VHF Contest 

Each fall, NA SOTA holds a Fall Activity Weekend. This is a weekend when we try to get as many activators out 
as possible. It is sometimes combined with the ARRL VHF contest. This can be a great opportunity for 
Technician chasers to chase and for Technician activators to score some summit-to-summit (S2S) 
points. 

Notes: 

 "NA" means "North America." 

 All of these events are announced on the NASOTA mailing list. 

 The timeline for some of these events can vary by several weeks from one year to the next

 NPOTA

sites. You can score a NPOTA activation and a SOTA activation at the same time. For more information, see http://
www.arrl.org/NPOTA. 
 

 ARRL Field Day 
ARRL Field Day is a natural opportunity to combine an event with SOTA. The goal of Field Day is, "To work as many 
stations as possible on any and all amateur bands... and to learn to operate in abnormal situations in less than optimal 
conditions." Just set up a qualifying Field Day station on a SOTA summit and go to town as an activator. For more in-
formation, see http://www.arrl.org/field-day. 
 

 Winter Bonus Shoulder Days 

This is not an 'event' per se, but a special opportunity. SOTA offers 3 winter bonus points for many 
summits. Dates vary by geography. Many areas set their bonus period from sometime in December through sometime 
in March. The winter bonus is intended to encourage activity when the weather is discouraging. For some summits, 
getting there in mid-winter can be almost impossible. However, the first and last couple of weeks of the winter bonus 
offer an opportunity to score extra points, so some activators/chasers make an extra effort in these weeks.

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Joseph Desch & The Bombe 

  
    It began in 1918 when an eleven year old boy by the name of Joseph Desch first saw a crystal radio set in a 
store.  He later recalled that “right then and there I knew what I wanted to do with my life.” 
    Joseph’s daughter, Deborah Anderson, says her father passed his first Amateur Radio license exam in 1926 
and spoke fondly of evenings when he would repair radios for fellow students at the University of Dayton. 
    “Not only had he gained the skill necessary for building and repairing radios, but long before his graduation in 
1929 with a degree in Electrical Engineering, he had begun experimenting at home, using various gasses and 
metal filaments in vacuum tubes blown in his basement laboratory.” says Debbie. 
     After working for General Motors Radio and Frigidaire, Joseph was hired in 1938 to work for the National Cash 
Register Company in Dayton to begin the Electrical Research Laboratory. 
     
“The move to NCR changed my father’s life, allowing him to capitalize on his love of electronics and re-
search.” 
    He began to experiment on ways to develop an electronic counter.  A contract was signed with M.I.T. 
Labs to develop a ‘Rapid Arithmetical Selector’. 
    “In addition, in the summer of 1940 the National Defense Research Committee had requested that the 
NCR Laboratory develop electronic defense equipment.” says Debbie.  “The objective was a counter, op-
erable at one million counts per second  In short , he and Bob Mumma, who had joined him at NCR, were 
quickly establishing the Electrical Research Laboratory as a pioneer in electrical computation.” 
    In 1941 their research drew the attention of the Navy in its search for a company to accept Defense 
contracts. 
    “Their initial contract grew into the Naval Computing Machine Laboratory, which opened at NCR on 
March 9, 1942.  The facility, under the command of Captain Ralph Meader, with Joseph Desch as Re-
search Director, was housed in Building 26 on Stewart Street.” 
    Pressure was put on Joseph and his engineers to develop a code breaking machine. The German mili-
tary was using a machine, called the ENIGMA, to encode secret messages.  British cryptanalysts, using a 
machine called a ‘Bombe’ had been successful in decoding these messages at the beginning of 
WWII.  However in February of 1942 a fourth rotor was added to the Naval Enigma, thereby rendering the 
British bombe almost useless. 
    The reading of these coded messages was very important to the war effort.  By 1942 German Subma-
rine U-boats sank more that 1,660 ships in the Atlantic.  It was estimated that one in five Allied seamen's 
death were caused by U-boats.  Fortunately, the U-boats would communicate with a base on shore to plan 
their attacks.  Desch worked with British scientists to develop the  first US code-breaking computer.  Six 
times faster than its British counterpart, it enabled the Navy to decode the radio communications sent 
and received by the U-boats.  This information was useful in helping the Allies both avoid and destroy U-
boats.   
    Plans were made and in April 1943, the Waves began arriving in Dayton to help build the bombes as 
quickly as possible.

I like when June comes around.  One of my favorite 

events is the ARRL Field Day.  Field Day is actually a 

weekend where hams get together, set up one or more 

stations off the electric grid and see how many other 

stations they can contact.  Sometimes individuals will 

hook up a battery to their rig in the back yard and talk.

First try to stay 

off the electrical grid, but there are some hams who 

are still “plugged in”.

First, many clubs 

operate 3A; that means they will have three stations 

set up and run on generator power.  GARS operates 

8A.  We have eight (count ‘em) stations! 

 

Second is the fellowship with fellow ham operators.  

You will see many GARS members at our Field Day.  

You get to “pick their brains” to learn new things.  If 

you are new, someone will be there to help you. 

(Don’t be afraid to ASK for help.)  You will see many 

different radios out there.  You can try them out to see 

if a particular radio is one you would like to purchase.  

It doesn’t matter if you are a Technician, General, or 

Extra, you will have a chance to get on the air on HF.  

I know of one individual who, on her first try on the 

radio, contacted a ham at the space center in Russia! 

 

The third reason is the food.  Hams love to eat.  The 

dinner meal is especially good, if past experience 

counts. 

 

Oh, and did I mention the FUN you will have at Field 

Day?  Activities start at about 8 am at Harbins Park 

when the antennas go up and people set up their 

equipment.  If you want to be awed by the efficient 

manner that HF antennas go up into high trees, come 

out early.  They always need help, too.  This is a great 

place to learn how to launch antennas. 

 

GARS has a reception area, too.  You can bring your 

non-ham friends or relatives and they can learn what 

Amateur Radio is all about.  They can get on the air, 

also!  If you are a new ham, a GOTA (Get on the Air) 

station will be set up for you and your guests.  There 

is a certain thrill about getting on the air and making 

your first contact.  If you have never been on HF be-

fore, I believe it is an even greater thrill to make a 

contact that is a thousand miles away.  Try doing that 

on VHF or UHF! 

 

Six meters is considered the “magic band” because 

you never know what will happen there.  Gars will 

have a six meter station set up. 

 

Interested in satellite communication?  Gars will have 

a satellite station set up as well. 

 

So, plan to come out to Harbins Park on June 25th and 

26th and stay as long as you can.  We will be contact-

ing stations for 24 hours, starting at 2:00 pm on Satur-

day, and right through until Sunday when we tear 

down. Yes, we can use help there, too.
