Stations outside 

the US & Canada (and their possessions) may only work stations in the US (and its 

possessions) and Canada.  Stations in KH0-9, KL7 & KP1-KP5, CY9 and CY0 

count as W/VE stations and can be worked by DX stations for contest credit.

 Beginner’s Corner 

Have Radio Will Travel 
 
When I was young (read “ancient history”), there was a television program called “Have Gun Will Travel”.  I don’t 

remember seeing it, but the name stuck in my mind all these years.  Now, as an amateur radio operator, I don’t like 

to shoot people.  I just want to talk on the radio with them.  Hence the title of this column. 

 

I was fortunate enough to take two trips in July, once to Rochester, New York, and once to Omaha, Nebraska. Now 

I just don’t go on a trip without a radio.  I had my trusty Kenwood TH-F6 handy talkie with me. It is also my mo-

bile radio when I travel long distances. I had it programmed each trip with all the frequencies I could find in the 

ARRL Repeater Book.  On the way up and back, I thought I would try an experiment.  This radio has dual receive.  

I had one channel on the two meter national calling frequency of 146.520.  This way I could hear any nearby hams 

calling.  This radio has a very wide receiver frequency range.  I set the second frequency to CB Channel 19.  Now, I 

can just about hear the howls about CB.  I understand, but in an emergency one is much more likely to hear what’s 

going on by listening to CB rather than amateur radio. 

 

The results – NO activity on 146.520, and occasional CB activity.  It was just an experiment. The CB channel did 

make it easier to find out which lane to get into during a traffic jam.  Nearly every trucker has a CB rig in the truck.  

On both trips, I saw only one other ham radio operator. 

 

I had a lot of free time in Rochester.  I had programmed every repeater I could find, and hit the jackpot.  I spent a 

day in the hotel monitoring every frequency I could monitor.  I had a scanner with me, as well as a multi-band port-

able.  I spent about an hour talking with a local ham about the scene in Rochester.  He was a retired engineer who, 

according to him, built a complete linked repeater system, including controllers.  I was talking with him on one re-

peater and he was on a different repeater.  I mentioned to him that I was from the Atlanta area, and he used the In-

ternet Radio Linking Project (irlp.net) to link up with a repeater in downtown Atlanta. 

 

I also checked out the AM radio stations there.  My favorite station?  WHAM (http://wham1180.iheart.com/), of 

course! 

 

Traveling with your radio, even with an HT, is not hard.  You will need to have at least a magnetic mount antenna 

that covers the bands your radio has. Of course, it has to be connected to the radio! 

 

You will need to program your radio.  It is a good idea to find out what frequencies are in use in your destination.  

You can program them in manually, but most folks will use a cable and programming software to do the work.  

Why?  It is so much easier to just upload a new program file than to manually change frequencies.  You can use the 

Chirp software to do this.  It is available for most radios.  I use commercial software from RT Systems (https://

www.rtsystemsinc.com/) for most of my radios.  When I find out what repeaters and simplex channels are availa-

ble, I enclose them in a file.  I name the file for the destination.  For example, I called my Nebraska file “Omaha”.  I 

can either upload the file before I leave or when I arrive at my destination.  When I return, I just upload my local 

frequency file, and I am up and running in no time.  Happy travelling with your radio!

Ham Radio Outlet to Acquire Some AES Employees, Re-Open  

Milwaukee Location as HRO Branch 

 
07/12/2016 -Ham Radio Outlet (HRO) has announced plans to hire an unspecified number of Ama-

teur Electronic Supply (AES) employees, when AES shuts down its four locations in late July. In ad-

dition, the current AES Headquarters store in Milwaukee will become HRO’s newest location later 

this summer, following renovation. On July 1, AES 

announced that it was going out of business and end-

ing retail operations at its Milwaukee, Las Vegas, 

Cleveland, and Orlando locations. With the approval 

of AES management, HRO senior managers visited 

each AES location to interview staffers in hopes of 

“acquiring some of the Amateur Radio retail employ-

ee talent in each of the current AES locations,” an 

HRO news release said. 

“Together with this interview process, HRO examined what it would take to perhaps acquire one or 

more of the AES store locations. At the time of these interviews, many opportunities were explored 

with current AES senior management,” the release continued. “We are very excited to announce that 

HRO was successful in providing offers of employment to a number of soon-to-be-former AES em-

ployees, and that to some, we have offered positions that involve HRO-sponsored and funded reloca-

tion. 

HRO announced that once AES shutters its Milwaukee location at 5710 W Good Hope Road on July 

28, Ham Radio Outlet will undertake an extensive remodeling project to create a new HRO Milwau-

kee store at the same site, which will open at the end of August. 

“It is with great pleasure that we are able to continue Terry Sterman and Phil Majerus’ legacy of 

providing a fantastic Amateur Radio store in Milwaukee, Wisconsin,” HRO President Robert Ferrero, 

W6KR. “It is our immediate goal to have the largest, most well-stocked Amateur Radio retail store in 

North America and perhaps even the world.” HRO National Sales Manager Steve Gilmore, W4SHG, 

said the Milwaukee location will be “a showplace that all must come see!” 

After AES closes on July 28, all former AES locations’ direct and toll-free telephone numbers will be 

redirected to the closest HRO location, and the AES website will be directed to HRO’s website. 

A family-owned business, HRO is the world’s largest Amateur Radio dealership, with locations from 

New England to the West Coast. It opened a new outlet in Plano, Texas, in February 2015 and is relo-

cating and expanding its Portland, Oregon, store, which will open on July 25 at 14405 SW Pacific 

Highway.

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 Dayton Hamvention 

City of Xenia, Greene County, Ohio, Officials Ready to Welcome  

Hamvention in 2017 
 

08/01/2016 - Officials in the Xenia, Ohio, area today sounded thrilled at the prospect of hosting an event on the 

caliber of Hamvention®. Starting in 2017, Hamvention will take place at the Greene County Fairgrounds & 

Event Center on the same May weekend. The new venue, a 32-acre multipurpose complex, located some 16 

miles east of Dayton center and north of Xenia near US Route 35 (see map, attached), is designed for fairs, 

concerts, meetings, convention/trade shows, sporting, and livestock events. 

“The Greene County Agricultural Society is absolutely committed to providing a world-class experience for 

the Dayton Hamvention® and its attendees, exhibitors, volunteers and staff,” Greene County Agricultural So-

ciety Board of Directors President Dan Bullen, said in a statement. “We are so appreciative of the opportunity 

to host the event and the faith placed in us by the Hamvention leadership. This will be an enormous event for 

the Fairgrounds & Event Center, and we are confident the Hamvention will be a great success in 2017 and be-

yond due to the way the community has wholeheartedly embraced this event.” 

The Greene County Fairgrounds and Event Center is relatively new. A tornado in 2000 destroyed 17 buildings 

and leveled all large trees on the property. The facility was rebuilt the following year, although with the focus 

remaining on the annual agricultural fair. The indoor space for vendors and forums appears to be smaller than 

what had been available at Hara Arena, so there could be some adjustment pains. The venue features a 70 × 

170 “Assembly Hall,” a 65 × 60 “Dining Hall,” and three “livestock” buildings with concrete floors but no air 

conditioning. Each is approximately 150 × 160 (see layout, attached). Just how the buildings at the new venue 

will be used for Hamvention or where the outdoor flea market will sit have not been announced. 

Xenia City Manager Brent Merriman said he’s anticipating a mutually beneficial relationship with Hamven-

tion. “The City of Xenia is looking forward to the 2017 Dayton Hamvention® being held within the greater 

Xenia community,” he said. “We will be working closely with all the planning partners as well as with busi-

ness owners and residents to warmly receive the convention and conventioneers to our city.” Hamvention’s 

annual economic impact has been estimated at between $15 and $17 million. 

Whether the event will become known as “Xenia Hamvention” remains to be seen. In any case, Hamvention 

2017 will be held May 19-21, sponsored by the Dayton Amateur Radio Association (DARA).

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07/22/2016  - ARRL member Gene Greneker, K4MOG, of Powder Springs, Georgia, recently fulfilled a 

dream for the Chatham Marconi Maritime Center museum — formerly WCC on Cape Cod — to add an 

important artifact to its collection. Greneker spotted a brief item in QST last year seeking a so-called “Creed 

machine” for the museum. While most ship-to-shore station traffic was conducted by skilled Morse operators 

at their keys, the Creed machine — or keyer — read a punched tape prepared in advance that generated one-

way Morse code broadcasts to ships at sea. 

“We have searched continuously for roughly 10 years for this arti-

fact, following leads with historians, other museums, archivists, 

ham radio operators, collectors, and any other possible leads,” said 

Chatham Marconi Maritime Center Operations Manager Dorothy 

Bassett. The mention in QST, resulting from a visit to the museum 

by ARRL Lab staffer Mike Gruber, W1MG, did the trick. Greneker 

spotted it and let Bassett know he had what she was seeking. 

“Our members and supporters raised the funds, and we were able to 

purchase the Creed machine, a custom table, and an entire exhibit to 

showcase this item and how it worked with our Kleinschmidt ma-

chine,” Bassett recounted. The Kleinschmidt machine — or “Klein” 

— refers to the equipment used to create the punched “Wheatstone” 

tape, the narrow ribbon of heavy, perforated paper read by the 

Creed keyer. 

Bassett said that once the exhibit is complete, the museum plans to 

install a button that visitors could push to start the machine, “so 

guests will get to hear the Creed working, see the tape move, and 

watch the pins and mechanics in action.” 

Greneker said the Creed machine is a rare find for a collector, and he obtained his when he and Fred Dorsey, 

WA4TDC, bought an entire lot of equipment that had been installed at WOE in Lantana, Florida. “Most of 

these stations only had one keyer to broadcast the traffic lists on the hour, and these were cut with the Wheat-

stone perforator,” Greneker told Bassett. “Given that there were not that many shore-to-ship stations, not many 

Creed keyers were ever manufactured.” Greneker said the machines were assembled by hand and expensive to 

purchase. He speculated that the Creed machine he donated may once have been at WCC. 

“RCA was famous for taking old equipment from the flagship station (WCC) and sending it to the smaller sta-

tions (WOE) when they needed some item. The flagship station then got the new replacement equipment,” he 

explained. Greneker explained that when shore station operators such as RCA closed those facilities, “the en-

tire station was loaded up and carried to the dump, making the keyers almost impossible to find today.” 

Bassett said that museum volunteer Lewis Masson had worked for 35 years at the RCA station as a wireman, 

and the Creed machine was deeply important him. “Every time he came into work, he heard it running, and it 

was a tried and true part of the original atmosphere,” she said. “This piece is very special to us, and I can’t 

thank the ARRL enough for running the ad that secured procurement.”
