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Beginner’s Corner
Happy New Year 2018

With the Year 2018 around the corner, many people make resolutions to try to better themselves. We ham radio
operators may be called upon to becomes emergency communicators. Gaining more knowledge and experience
is a good thing for us to do. The author, after pondering some ideas on improving his emergency communication
skills, has come up with a few ideas worth sharing.

1. The Amateur Radio Emergency Service (ARES) is excellent places to serve as an emergency radio operator.
Joining ARES provides one with many opportunities to practice emergency communications. They also have
meetings and special events that provide training and practice.

2. In an emergency, we discourage self-deployment, but in non-emergency situations, it is a great idea, and a lot
of fun, too. This is called going portable. Basically, you take whatever equipment you would need to set up
in an emergency and try your equipment out. See how well your power source works. Check your radio and
antenna’s performance. You can go as far away from your station as you like, or just set up in the back yard.
By practicing for a deployment, you can make a list of whatever equipment you need, including cables, to set
up in a real emergency.

3. At the recent Atlanta Ham Jam meeting, an official from the American Radio Relay League made one of the
most profound statements ever heard about amateur radio. He said, “An amateur radio license is a license to
learn.” No one in amateur radio knows everything, not even hams who have been licensed for fifty years or
more. There is always something new to learn. That being said, here are some sources for new information:
i. Magazines. The American Radio Relay League publishes an excellent monthly magazine. It comes with

your ARRL membership. (You do belong to the ARRL, don’t you?) There are also several other amateur
radio publications to choose from. You can find magazine articles about every aspect of
amateur radio.

ii. Books. The ARRL is a source of numerous books, but there are other publishers who put out books of
interest to amateur radio operators as well.

iii. Yahoo Groups. Most clubs have a Yahoo group or what is called a “reflector”. Perusing them, you can
often find interesting topics. GARS has a reflector, (groups.yahoo.com - Look for GARS.) There are also
specialty groups as well. You might find one for a particular radio that you have or a group that
specializes in a particular mode of operation. Check the Yahoo groups out.

iv. The Internet. YouTube is a great source of information. There are thousands of videos on just about any
topic you are interested in. There are also regularly scheduled programs such as “Ham Nation” and
“Amateur Logic” that are entertaining, as well as informative.

v. Clubs. Joining a local ham radio club like GARS is a good thing. Not all clubs are equal. Some are
specialty clubs while others are general interest; their
interests include everything amateur radio. Try out
several clubs if you can. Find a club you like and join.
Don’t be afraid to go up and introduce yourself to others
at their meetings and activities.

As amateur radio operators and emergency communicators,
there is a wealth of information out there to help us improve our
skills. Happy New Year to everyone and may amateur radio be
rewarding to all of us.

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Keeping in Touch

Keep in touch with the hams in your life
and help prevent isolation

A couple of weeks ago, one of the “lions” of our amateur radio club, Clay, W8JNZ. became a silent key. I won’t go
into his long list of accomplishments; you can read his obituary for that. What I will say is that he did a lot for our
club, and its members, and for amateur radio.

For the last couple of years, he had stopped
coming to our club meetings. I think that
this was mostly because he stopped driving,
but I never asked. Then, I heard that he’d
moved to be with his family in VA. We
weren’t bosom buddies, but we were
friends, and it saddened me when he
disappeared.

Fortunately, Clay had family to be with.

That’s not always the case, though. The

AARP reports that more than 8 million

adults age 50 and older are affected by

isolation. They define isolation as “feeling

detached physically or psychologically, or F
being disconnected from support groups of -
family, friends and community.”

The AARP considers this to be such a big problem, they have started a program called Connect2Affect to make
people aware of isolation in general and their own isolation in particular. The Connect2Affect website includes
resources for learning more about isolation, evaluating how isolated you might be, how to connect with others if
you’re feeling isolated, and how to help others be less isolated.

It’s easy to lose touch with people. We all live busy lives
these days, and when someone drops off our radar, it’s easy

to forget them. But let’s not let that happen to our ham radio con n eCt ‘ a f‘iﬁ: C

brothers and sisters. Here’s a few things that I’d suggest:

1. Make a list of club members that may not have been to a
club meeting or activity recently or who have not checked in to the club’s 2m net.

2. Reach out to them and ask them if there’s any particular reason that they haven’t been to a club meeting.

3. Find some way to get them involved again:
a. Make sure that they know when the next club meeting is scheduled and offer to drive them if they need

aride.

b. Invite him or her over to your shack to see your latest rig or homebrew project.
c. Invite him or her out to lunch sometime to talk about ham radio.

Let’s keep the lines of communications open with the ham
radio operators in our lives and prevent them from becoming isolated.

Some other popular events:

Special Event stations can have distinct calls. American
hams can apply for use of a temporary “1 X 17 call for a
special event station or DXpedition. These calls are
assigned for a maximum of 15 days. One example is W2D
and W8D, on the air from January 22 thru 31, to celebrate
the 75th anniversary of the R. L. Drake Company.

The annual Armed Forces Day Crossband Communications Test is an event
(usually in May) where military stations and amateurs communicate while
transmitting in their own band. It’s your chance for a QSO with WAR in the
Pentagon!

The 13 Colonies event, around the week of July 4, activates stations in all of the 13
original colonies. Some GARS members participate in these activations. Chasers
can go for the “Clean Sweep” by contacting stations in all original 13 colonies,
plus other stations, including GB13COL in England!

Some countries allow multiple numbers in special event calls, usually to indicate an
anniversary of some kind. There is a wide variety of events that are celebrated. Here
are some past and current examples:

Some events are commemorated by allowing all amateurs in a country to use a variation

DGS00BIER and DLS00BIER were QRV in
Germany during 2016 to celebrate the 500th
anniversary of the Bavarian Purity Law, regulating
beer production. Here is a poster image from
DGS500BIER’s QRZ.com website:

Several stations, including DRS00MLE, DR1517LU,
DC500LS and DL500ML were QRV in Germany
during 2017 to commemorate the 500th anniversary of
the Protestant Reformation initiated by Martin Luther.
2017 saw several stations commemorating the 150th
anniversary of the confederation of Canada, including
XM1150CAN.

Winter Games held this year in PyeongChang, South ~ “ "

Korea.

Look for DJ70WAE throughout 2018, to mark the 70th anniversary of the Worked
All Europe Award.

of their calls. For example, to commemorate the 20th anniversary of Hong Kong's
reunification with China, Hong Kong licensed radio amateurs are allowed to use the
special prefix VR20 on a voluntary basis until June 2018.

Finally, GARS members occasionally run a special event station. One example is a
station for the EAA when one of their vintage aircraft shows up at the Gwinnett County
airport.

Speaking of Gwinnett County, did you know that 2018 is the 200th anniversary of its
founding? We’ll keep you posted regarding any GARS activities related to this event...
