There was one person there and they were
not operating or encouraging or helping anyone get on the
air. I think I may have tried to make a couple of contacts,
felt discouraged and went home.

Fast Forward to around 2005 and now a GARS member.
My family had already enjoyed full Saturday at the lake
and returned home. I seemed to remember some GARS
event operating overnight at a local park and decided top
drop by for a few minutes. It’s 10 o’clock at night and the
site is as bright as daylight around two pavilions with
many people milling about.

I quickly saw what was going on. There were eight
separate stations set up with at least two people at each
station. I learned that one was making contacts and one
was the logger entering the contacts. Looking over their
shoulders, it was fascinating to watch them make contact
after contact across the US and Canada. In just a few
minutes, [ was asked if [ wanted to give it a try. |
graciously declined in favor of watching some more, but
they would not accept that and invited me to sit down and
log contacts to get the feel. It must have been an hour
later that I was asked to slide over and take the mike. I
had been licensed for over 40 years and with an Extra
License was not afraid to make contacts...or so I thought.
It was fascinating to hear stations hundreds and thousands
of miles away working hard to make contact with me.
Needless to say, I was hooked and finally went home
after four hours or so with a feeling of accomplishment. I

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May STEM Day

That’s what it’s all about.........

Over the last few years, [’ve had the opportunity to present amateur radio to school aged
kids at a number of Atlanta Science Fairs, Maker Faires and STEM (Science, Technology,
Engineering, Math) functions. I should stop, and mention right here, that this was not a
singular effort but the effort of several volunteers from GARS and other area clubs. At the
end of each event the conversation was always the same, revolving around three questions:

« Did we make an impact?
o Were we successful in getting kids interested in science and math?
« Will the kids pursue amateur radio as a hobby?

Unfortunately, almost always, the answer was the same. “It was hard to measure.” Very
rarely do we see young people like Andrea Hartlage or Ruth Willet come through the
organization after an educational event like those listed above or Field Day.

That’s why I was encouraged by two events that took place a few weeks ago. The first was
“Field Day at McConnell Middle School.” We set up a portable operation running off
battery power. We had two stations going (2M Repeater and 20M SSB). Antennas were a
mag mount for 2M and 20M ham sticks on a military “push-up.” A solar panel trickle
charged the battery during operation. All the kids in McConnell’s Radio Club got to talk to
somebody, but what made my day (and his) was when Antonio (8" grader, GARS
member, KM4AXM) made a DX contact with a gentleman in Spain under the poorest of
conditions. Antonio’s eyes lit up and I was thinking “that’s what it’s all about.” The
McConnell Field Day was a smaller version of what GARS puts on, but food was still
provided.

The second event took place the following day at Mason Elementary School in Duluth. It
was their annual STEM Day, where about 150 5™ graders are cycled through five class
rooms, where companies or organizations present STEM related activities. This was
GARS 4™ trip to Mason Elementary STEM Day. We presented Morse Code, 2M Repeater
and 20M SSB/Digital. It’s a pretty long and hard day for the GARS volunteers, even
though the kids seemed truly interested in our displays. At the end we all agreed we were
ready for nap time. And, once again, it was hard to measure if we really made an impact.
That’s why I was surprised when a package arrived at my house with about 50 cards and
letters thanking the “hamm (sic.)” men for taking the time to present amateur radio at the
school. Please take a moment to read Riley Lindenmayer’s letter, “that’s what it’s all
about.”, on the next page.

Here are some apps that are helpful for the new ham: The first one I will mention is a compass app. This can help you
align a directional antenna. Let’s say you are at a park and you want to align your antenna to hit a repeater that is due
north. Just pull up the compass app and go for it. I question the accuracy of the compass app I downloaded, but it gets
me in the ballpark. And, hey, it was free. Many available apps are free, and hams like free. I am sure there are other
compass apps that are more accurate. I have an Android phone that uses Play Store to download apps. Check the ratings
of any app you download. Sometimes even paying just a couple of dollars may get you a great app.

Another app I found useful was one that displays latitude and longitude. Another, GridCalc, displays the Maidenhead
Grid Square. Amateurs have divided the earth into grid squares, each with a unique identifier. These grid square
locations help DX-ers (hams who try to contact distant locations) identify where they are at.

Weather. Hams need to keep up on weather happenings. You never know when a storm will hit. If you are home, you
want to disconnect your external antenna from your radio, at least. If you are out somewhere, such as a Field Day
location, being forewarned of weather conditions may save your life. I have a weather radar app in my phone. I also
have the weather app for a local television station, and the Weather Channel app.

The number of amateur radio apps that will be useful to any ham is nearly endless. I have chosen just a few in this
column, but hopefully it will peak your interest. Looking in the app store under “amateur radio” of “ham radio”, you

will find hundreds of them. If one is free and you don’t like it, simply delete it and look for another. If you don’t like an
app that you have purchased, you will still only be out a few dollars.

Grab your smart phone, and great app hunting!
