Tower Project at NAGYN QTH

To bring you up to date, I have been sharing my station to the world of Ham Radio via
RemoteHams.com for the past 4-5 years. Their “Client” software is a very nice all-in-one package that
makes it possible for anyone with a Ham license to use stations like mine remotely. It includes VOIP
(Voice Over Internet Protocol) so you don't need to use yet another app to perform that service. It also
includes the ability to turn my yagi antenna remotely. This means that my beam has been turned A

LOT over the years, and it finally stopped working a couple of months ago.

I was totally convinced that I needed to replace the thrust bearing since it seemed a little “rough” when I
installed it 9 years ago. When turning it with my hands it seemed like the bearings were already worn

and might not last very long. Thus, my reasoning at that point in
time.

I put out a call to the GARS members asking if anyone could help
me get it replaced. I can't climb the tower anymore, and even
though my tower is a “Tilt-over” tower, I knew I would need help
reaching that part of the antenna system to replace that part.

9 members of GARS plus 1 other friend of mine, Jim Webb —
WA4NTA, came to my rescue and on Saturday, March 27th, they
showed up at 10 am to git-er-done. We tilted the tower over, but
discovered that the “small” Japanese Maple tree at the base of the
tower had grown so much that it wasn't possible to lower it enough
to reach the top of the tower where the bearing was located. So we
winched it back up and locked it down and Larry Whitehead -
ABA4NX volunteered to climb the tower and see what he could
determine was wrong. Larry had brought his complete tower
climbing harness and associated gear and I must say he looked really
impressive as he mounted the N4GYN tower.

Larry loosened the mast in the rotator, and lo-and-behold, he was
able to turn the mast (with 2 yagi's and a vertical on top) freely. That
meant that the problem was probably the rotator. With great
difficulty, Larry was able to leverage the mast up a few inches and
lock the mast down in the thrust bearing, and finally lower the
rotator mounting place enough to remove the TailTwister rotator and
lower it to the ground.

the patio and we had a very enjoyable time chatting about
everything Ham Radio and more.

installed and hooked up and the mast back in place and oriented to South. I was tired just watching him.
And I want to THANK EVERYONE who came and gave your time and help to get my station back in
operation with the rotator working!

Lighthouses on the Air

This time we will look at one of the last “OTA” programs that we are aware of, Lighthouses on The Air. Lighthouses have
fascinated people on land, as well as on sea. One of the earliest lighthouses was in the Roman Empire. There is some romanticism
about a lonely lighthouse keeper climbing the stairs of a lighthouse near a fog-shrouded sea to illuminate the lighthouse’s location.
Lighthouses have served as a warning of dangerous reefs, and as friendly harbors. It is no wonder that they attract people, and it is
no wonder that they attract amateur radio operators. We “portable people” want to activate anything!

There are 13 lighthouse locations listed in Georgia. I counted 48 locations in Florida 26 locations in South Carolina. Keep in mind
that these are present and past locations. I was fortunate to be retired military
(20 years in the USAF). I have access to Mayport Naval Air Station. There are
two lighthouses on the installation. We found the biggest lighthouse right near
the edge of the installation. My wife and I thought about it and thought, “Since P
we can get on the station, why not go in and get really close?” so we did. We

also looked around, and there is a much smaller lighthouse in the center of the

installation, that only those with on-base access can get to.

There is a group called “The Amateur Radio Lighthouse Society” (http://

arlhs.com/) They are devoted to maritime communications, amateur radio,

lighthouses, and lightships. Its members travel to lighthouses around the world

where they operate amateur radio equipment at or near the light. Collecting

lighthouse QSLs is popular for some amateur radio operators. ARLHS is a

membership organization with over 1665 members worldwide. Key points

include: &

e To promote public awareness of the role ham radio and light beacons have
played in assisting and maintaining safety at sea;

e To preserve the heritage and history of lighthouses and lightships;

e To aid in preserving those lights in danger of destruction or decay;

- Tip

e To recognize the keepers of the lights as maritime heroes; St John’s Lighthouse, Mayport NAS, FL
e To foster camaraderie within the ham fraternity;
e To provide fellowship amongst nations and members of the Amateur Radio Lighthouse Society.

This “OTA” has a current membership fee of $15.00. If you’re a lighthouse enthusiast, you will likely agree it is worth the price to
belong. The Amateur Lighthouse Society (ARLHS) maintains a catalog of over 15,000 lighthouses around the world. They may be
active or historical. As with any “OTA”, you can be an activator or a chaser. Chasing can be done from home, and we are fortunate
to be only a few hours from a number of lighthouses to activate one.

There is much to much information about amateur radio and lighthouses to include here, so the interested reader is requested to do a
browser search of “lighthouses on the air” for further information. For me, I want to pack my bags and head off to one of these
lighthouses and start activating.

One final thought, look for the Frequently Asked Questions in the ARLHS (http://arlhs.com/fag/what-is-meant-by-activating-a-
light/) before you go for the rules. There is some good advice here for activating lighthouses, or any other activation.

This will be a fun activation too.
