The
Land Mobile Communications
Council has filed a petition for
rulemaking with the FCC de-
manding that two-thirds of the
70cm band be reallocated to
the Private Mobile Radio Ser-
vice. The deadline for com-
ment on this rulemaking was
June 1, 1998 and | sincerely
hope that you took the time
to be aware of this threat to
our bands and made a con-
structive comment to the
FCC about the importance of
our use of this band. But this
is only the first step in the
process and there is sure to
be additional calls for com-
ment if the petition makes it
past this stage. For more in-
formation about the status of
this issue check out the ARRL
web page at hittp://
www.arrl.org.

On The Air
with
Kevin Berry

This month On the Air will be featur-
ing Kevin Berry - KFARMA. Kevin was born
in Tonawanda, New York and attended
grammar school and high school there. His
high school was a rather large one with over
3,000 students. After high school Kevin
attended Genesco State College for 2
years. After college, he took good advan-
tage of his college experiences with their
physics program to become a certified EMT
(Emergency Medical Technician) and ran
a volunteer ambulance corporation. He then
went into the nursing profession at
D’Youville College in Buffalo. Kevin got his

Bachelors degree in Nursing, as was an ¢

intensive care nurse for 2 years at
Children’s Hospital in Buffalo.

Day and the Simulated Emergency
Test in Oct. are the two big-
gest training events for ARES
members. One reason 1is, 1f a
ham is going to participate at
all in any emergency training,
it will be one or both of

these events. Field Day is
mostly club oriented with a con-
test atmosphere but still a very
important exercise for emer-
gency communication prepared-
ness. All ARES members should
plan to spend considerable time
that weekend in participation
and support of the event.

What will I learn from
this event; why should I take
atime away from my family and
hores to participate; you may
ask? OK, here are some rea-
sons. One learning experience
will be temporary High Frequency
(HF') antenna installation.

Most of the newly licensed
ARES members are not that fa-
miliar with “HF” operation. You
are mainly familiar with VHF/
UHF repeater operation. During
a wide spread disaster (i.e..
a hurricane destroys homes,
business’s, health facilities,
communications, etc. for sev-
eral counties and the city of
Atlanta) two meters would not
be enough to handle the enor-
mous amount of health and wel-
fare traffic plus the distances
needed to communicate with the
outside world.

So HF communications be-
come very important at this
Time.

This directly leads

™ nto the second learning expe-
rience “operating a HF station”.
Now this opens up an area for
a lot of conversation. All you

need to do is turn the rig on,

push the "“Antenna Tune” but-
ton, adjust the mic gain, set
frequency and talk, one might
say. What if the rig was a
Heathkit HW-101, a Kenwood TS-
520, or a Yaesu FT-101E? Would
you still be able to properly
load an older rig of this type?
Could you insert a manual an-
tenna tuner in the feed line

and adjust it properly for
operating? In an emergency
situation, this may be the

only type radio equipment
available. Also what frequen-
cies are used, what do I say on
HF, what 1if someone tells me
I'm over-modulating, what do I
need to do about it? All of
these situations may be expe-
rienced at Field Day and you
can gain a vast amount of knowl-
edge from operating a HF sta-
tion under “real time condi-
tions”.

Now, what do you
know about generators and how
to set up and maintain them
safely during operations?
Here’s learning experience #3.
By attending the Field Day’s
antenna party on Friday night
(June 26th) you can help set up
and wire the portable genera-
tors that will power Field Day
equipment. Also learn about
grounding, how to safely fuel
the generator, how to adjust
the voltage output at proper
level and what KW or wattage
rating to look for if you were
thinking about purchasing one.

Probably the biggest
learning experience will come
from sharing your weekend with
other hams. Talking about op-

Those “fanny pack” bags are
great for carry accessories and a small
poncho.

Wisconsin anti-mobile law dies in assembly

Some good news for hams living in Wisconsin. The threat of a new state law that would ban the mobile in motion use of
two way radio equipment has ended. At least it has ended for now.

Smoke Signals newsletter editor Jim Romelfanger, K9ZZ, tells Newsline that Wisconsin Assembly Bill 754 is basically a
dead issue. Romelfanger says that he spoke with one of its sponsors and learned that it has not even had a hearing let alone
be reported out of committee. Jim says that with only a few days left to this years Wisconsin Assembly session, that there is
no way for AB 754 to become Wisconsin state law.

AB 754 was primarily aimed at curbing automobile accidents due to inattentive cellular telephone users. Unfortunately for
hams, the wording of the measure encompassed all forms of mobile radio communications. Its backers are expected to try tc
pass it again in the next Assembly session. Meantime hams now have a chance to build a solid opposition to it or at least
demand an exemption for licensed radio amateurs.

VK spectrum hunters
target 70 cm

The 70 centimeter ham band in Aus-
tralia is under attack from that nations
Radio Site Owners and Users Associa-
tion.

In Australia, the Radio Site Owners and
Users Association is a lobbying body of
about two dozen organizations which run
the majority of VK land mobile radio sites.
According to Australia’s Q News, the
association is urging its members to cam-
paign for the reallocation of the 380 to
400 MHZ and 420 to 450 MHZ bands.
They want more commercialized use of
this spectrum. Much of which is currently
one of the most popular ham bands.

The Association warns its members that
they may have to go into what amount to
a war with Amateur Radio to get the 70
centimeter band away from Australian
hams. A recent Association newsletter
warns members that Australian amateurs
maintain very effective lobbying. They re-
cently gained a reduction in fees shortly
after new license fee structures were an-
nounced.

On the hams side, the Wireless Insti-
tute of Australia is already using its lob-
bying ability to protect the 70 centimeter
Amateur allocation. It's Government Li-
aison Team has already been mobilized
to gain the support from the Australian
Department of Defense in hope of fend-
ing off this imminent threat to the 70 cen-
timeter band.

Australia’s Department of Defense is
the primary licensee of 420 to 450 MHZ
band and is friendly to ham radio.
