Jud was 53 years young
and I'll always think of him that
way because of his great at-
titude and outlook toward life.
| can’t ever remember seeing
Jud that he didn’t have a smile
ready to spread across his
face. He was first licensed in
1958 at the age of twelve and
had been active in amateur
radio for most of his life. One
feature | always looked for-

ward to in each Field Day
Special Edition GARZETTE
was Jud’s tales of past Field
Day adventures.

Jud was an active
member of GARS and sev-
eral other ham clubs around
time. He was the Past
President of the QCWA
Chapter 49 and was cur-
rently serving as the ARRL
Affiliated Club Coordinator
for Georgia. You could also
hear Jud on local repeaters
while working at the amateur
radio station at Scitrek. He
took great pleasure in intro-
ducing young people to
amateur radio. In fact, dur-
ing my last conversation with
Jud he had told me of a pro-
posal he'd help to put to-
gether to draw more young

people into the ham radio fra- |

ternity. This proposal would
have replaced the current li-
cense structure and was
submitted to the ARRL (this
was not the current proposal
voted on the ARRL recently).
Jud was the person that

got GARS focused and kept

Joe Biddle (AD4PZ) and | spent some
time with Mary Whatley, WB4ALU, talk-
ing about Jud’s amateur radio experi-
ences on August 9th and we wanted to
share her stories with the club. We think
it will give all of the club members a
greater understanding of what we have
lost with the passing of Jud. A lot of
what you will read will be things you didn’t
know about Jud, many of which were
experiences he incurred “behind the
scenes” and out of the view of most
GARS members.

At the time of Juds’ death, he had just
been elected to the National Board of
Directors of the Quarter Century Wire-
less Association (QCWA). The an-
nouncement of his appointment came
at Juds’ funeral. Jud was very much
looking forward to serving in this capac-
ity. While a member of QCWA, Jud had
served as secretary, treasurer, vice-
president and President of local Chap-
ter 49. He served as President for 4
years and also served on their Board of
Directors for 15 years. At the time of
his passing, Jud was the youngest mem-
ber of the Chapter 49 club, at age 53.

Jud was a past vice-president and Presi-
dent of GARS, as well as club secre-
tary and also handled PR. Jud was also
a past President of the Salisbury, N.C.
(ROAN) Amateur Radio Club and held
every office in that club for a period of
time. Jud taught Novice classes for
years and through his years of teaching
was probably responsible for bringing
into ham radio some 80 to 90 new
hams.....including his wife, Mary,
WB4ALU. Jud was a very successful
teacher, using analogies to get his
points across.

Jud was also the Emergency Coordinator
for the Salisbury club for 5 years. During
that time, Jud orchestrated many emer-
gency relief efforts, including a serious train
derailment in North Carolina. Three years
ago, Jud did emergency work in Maconin
coordination with the Red Cross during that
summers flooding in South Central Geor-
gia. Jud coordinated all communications
for that relief effort. Jud was always doing
community service for people, even before
his retirement 2 years ago.

Jud was a member of GARS, ARS, Alford,
QCWA and the ROAN Club. Mary s&™
she thinks he may have been a membe.
of more clubs, she’s just not sure. It
wouldn’t surprise anyone to find that out,
as Jud served amateur radio whenever and
wherever he could. Jud and Mary were
also very avid Hamfesters. Mary remem-
bers well Juds’ first hamfest, the only
hamfest Jud attended and actually won
something. It was an early ARC Hamfest
at Lenox Square. Jud won a package of
light bulbs...was so excited about
winning...he fell and broke the bulbs be-
fore he could get them home.

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Simulated Emergency Test (SET)
weekend is fast approaching. The official
date is Oct. 3rd & 4th. Along with Field
Day, this event draws more people into
participating than any other ARES train-
ing activity. This year’s “Simulated Emer-
gency Test” will be training to perform ac-
tual damage assessments of structures
hit by tornadoes or other disasters. The
actual start of the training will be on Sep-
tember 8th at the monthly ARES meet-
ing. That night, Tom Crowell (KU4CK) will
teachn a American Red Cross certifica-
tion class on damage assessment. This
class combined with the Introduction to
Disaster Services class he taught in May
will make you a Certified Damage Asses-
sor for the Red Cross. You are then quali-

“™ed to help out with the Red Cross in any

of their activities whether the ARES is in-
volved or not. You can take the class with-
out the prerequisite class but you will not
be certified with the Red Cross.

The point though, whether looking
to be certified or not, is that in a disaster,
the Red Cross work load requires more
help than they have volunteers. If you have
had the damage assessment training, you
can be of great value to the assessment
teams and probably will be used make
damage assessments. As we saw in the
Hall County and Gwinnett County torna-
does, the very first activities revolve around
getting damage assessment teams out
to survey the disaster area. This informa-
tion is used to inform other emergency
agencies as to the size and severity of
the damage so they can plan on what to
do. Let me state again, this information is
critically important to obtain and dissemi-
nate to other agencies in order to get the
ball rolling on relief efforts. So don’t take
the importance of this training lightly. This

_~training and exercise to follow will greatly

ncrease your value as an ARES mem-
ber.

VIRGINIA’S NEW TOWER LAW ATTRACTS AT- -
TENTION via ARRL Letter

Virginia’s newly enacted Amateur
Radio antenna law got some prominent
ink in The Washington Post on May 4. In
an article, “Virginia Hams to Reach New
Heights,” writer Dan Eggen describes how
Virginia’s new law “trumps stricter limits
imposed by local governments such as
Arlington County, which has limited tow-
ers to 58 feet in many residential neigh-
borhoods.” The new law, which goes into
effect July 1, incorporates the essence of
the limited federal preemption known as
PRB-1. Butit also includes the most gen-
erous regulatory limit on the height of tow-
ers installed in Virginia’s rural areas—200
feet. In urban areas, the regulatory mini-
mum is 75 feet. Eggen’s article says the
legislation “makes Virginia the most per-
missive state in the nation when it comes
to Amateur Radio antennas.”

Among those quoted in the article
was Bob Ham, KKA4lY, of Vinton. The
aptly-named Ham was the individual who
started the ball rolling, then kept up the
momentum, to get the tower law enacted
in the face of fierce opposition from local
and county government lobbies. Also get-

ting mention was ARRL General Coun-
sel Chris Imlay, W3KD. Imlay predicted
that Virginia’s law will “inspire similar
proposals elsewhere.” ARRL SEC and
Virginia State RACES officer Frank
Mackey, K4EC, of Springfield, said “darn
few hams” can afford to put up a 200-foot
tower. “All anybody was looking for was
an reasonable solution, and | think this
is reasonable,” he’s quoted as saying.

Eggen’s article includes a graphic
that compares the relative heights of a

typical two-story house, a lamp
post, a power pole, a high-voltage elec-
tric tower and both 75-foot (urban limit)
and 200-foot (rural limit) Amateur Radio
towers. The 200-foot structure towers
above the others. Virginia has more than
16,400 hams.

As a reminder of our own tower battles
fought here locally, I'm reminded as | read
these kinds of bulletins from across :
country and even other countries. My
guess would be to look out for future
battles based on amending these ordi-
nances as big businesses needs arise.

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- GUATEMALAN HAMS SEEK PUBLIC SUPPORT TO
RETURN LOST BANDS

Canadian

The Amateur Radio Club of Guatemala
(Club de Radioaficionados de Guatemala-
-CRAG) has issued "a call to the public
conscience" as part of its effort to get the
Guatemalan government to restore access
to UHF and SHF bands to hams. In 1996,
the Guatemalan Congress eliminated 40%
of the Amateur Radio frequencies includ-
ing the formerly shared 430 to 440 MHz
band and SHF bands. The spectrum has
been sold for commercial use.

Reports from that Central American na-
tion indicate that commercial land mobile
stations are now being licensed in the 70-
cm band. CRAG and amateur satellite in-
terests elsewhere in the world worry that
the commercial stations and existing
amateur satellite operations will not be
able to comfortably co-exist in the band.
Amateur satellites operate between 435
and 438 MHz.

According to CRAG, the Guatemalan gov-
ernment has so farignored its objections
that the frequencies should be reserved
for ham use in accordance with [TU radio
regulations. CRAG already has presented
a formal request to the Guatemalan Min-
istry of Communications to restore 430 to
440 MHz to Amateur Radio use but says
the government has not responded to its
pleas.

In a statement, CRAG expressed con-
cerns that the commercial activity at 70
cm would cause interference to neighbor-
ing countries. "A commercial communi-
cation service is incompatible with the
Amateur Radio Service," CRAG said.
CRAG also worried that the commercial
activity would strain relations with other
countries, and that Guatemalan hams
would not be able to take

part in future space and satellite commu-
nication, including the

International Space Station.

Beyond that, CRAG said, eliminating the
70-cm band in Guatemala "also
discards its beneficial use for thousands
of Guatemalans in case of natural

disasters and emergencies."

Further north, Mexican authorities last
year auctioned spectrum at 440 to

450 MHz and 485 to 495 MHz--currently
all or part of TV channels 16, 17 and
18--for "fixed or mobile wireless services."
Gina Dalma of the Mexican

Federal Telecommunications Commis-
sion (COFETEL) says five fixed-wireless
service licenses were offered in those
bands; another four (for what she

called "national footprint") already are held
by lusacell (Bell Atlantic).

COFETEL's 1998 auction plan indicates
intentions to auction 148-174 MHz and
450-470 MHz for "private communication
systems" on the state level.

Amateur’s Licence
Suspended For
Willful
interference

A Canadian ham has had his li-
cense suspend for six months. This,
after an investigation by Industry
Canada proved that the Central Ontario
amateur was the source of malicious
interference to an area repeater.

The suspension follows an inves-
tigation by the Department into com-
plaints by amateurs about interference
on the particular two meter repeater
spanning a period of more than two
years. Industry Canada says that re-
peater users played a major role in the
investigation by collecting evidence and
assisting in identifying the offender.

One side note. Industry Canada
says that the amateur whose license
was suspended cannot be named.
This is because the information con-
cerning the suspension relates to a
matter between a private individual and
the Government of Canada. And,
since it is considered personal infor-
mation, it is

protected under Canada’s Pri-
vacy Act.

ARRL Says Scanner Proposals
Not Good For Hams

The ARRL has told the FCC that some of its recent proposals to tighten
scanning receiver rules constitute severe regulatory overkill and could harm
law-abiding amateurs. The League made the comments in response to
last month’s Notice of Proposed Rulemaking in ET Docket 98-76.

The ARRL says it’s sensitive to the FCC’s concern that devices not be
able to readily intercept cellular calls. But, the League added, some of the
FCC’s proposals could result in insufficiently defined regulations that would
prohibit or unreasonably restrict the making and selling of ham and test
gear. The ARRL is worried that if adopted

as written, the rules could cause some product lines to become prohibi-
tively expensive or prohibited altogether.
