This year has been exciting to say
the least.

Of course I'm talking about Hall and
Gwinnett County tornado's that
struck in the early spring. Then it
seemed that wave after wave of se-
vere thunderstorms rolled - through
the area for the next couple of
months, keeping us up into the early
morning hours, watching the various
radar sources and listening to the
local TV weathermen. Fortunately,
the hurricane season has been un-
eventful for us here in Gwinnett
County.

We did get to observe though the
importance of ham radio's involve-
ment with emergency communica-
tions during a disaster situation by
listening to the HF nets. Other items
of accomplishments need to be men-
tioned also. Our monthly ARES
meetings were started back in April
and has given the opportunity for
several good programs to be pre-
sented to ARES members. We now
have several Red Cross certified
damage assessors in our group as
well as certified Red Cross CPR
graduates. We participated in Field
Day and SET (Simulated Emergency
Test) weekend. There were two
SKYWARN spotter classes taught
with the public being invited to one
of them. A search and rescue class
headed up by our Metro DEC
(KS4EL Steve Strong) was taught in
March. The first annual Statewide
ARES meeting was introduced in

Jan. of this year. By the way, the
1999 meeting will be Jan. 16th in
Macon.

Final decision on the meeting facil-
ity will be made known soon. Listen

All
the ARES leadership will be backing
you because it's a very critical job
that needs to be performed to insure
successful communications.

There were some items that | did not
complete to my satisfaction, and one
was: improving our relationship with
the county emergency management
authorities.  There was no involve-
ment with planning our EOC
(Emergency Operations Center) sta-
tion setup other than a verbal prom-
ise of having a spot in the new facility
and to have training on formal written
traffic including being more visibly
involved with ARES at all GARS
events and meetings. So I've already
got my New Year's resolutions recog-
nized and written down,HiHi

Thanks to those that participated in
training programs, nets and meetings
this year. You've made the Gwinnett
ARES/SKYWARN Group successful
and beneficial to the community.

As part of the antenna installation. the climbing
crew installed the feed line for the 6 meter repeater and se-
cured it to the side of the water tank and performed some
other maintenance on the rest of our antennas and feed line
at that site.

We had a set of duplexers donated to us by Jim.
KE4QFH in the hopes that we could tune them from the
commercial band to the amateur 6 meter band. When
Eddie Faust, WD4JEM and Kevin McClure, KF4HFN at-
tempted this tuning they discovered that the duplexers

could not be tuned to the desired frequency range so a new
set of duplexers has been ordered and should be arriving
about the time you're reading this newsletter. In the interim
of the duplexers getting to us, more work is being done to
tune the radios. order crystals. handle the coordination paper
work and do all the remaining site work. It is our hope that
once the duplexers come in, we'll be able to assemble the sys-
tem and have it up and on the air by the end of this month.

Don't forget that we'll have the first round of nomina-
tions for the election of new officers at our January meeting.
So far we have had David Adcock. KA4KKF announce his
candidacy for President. For Vice President we have had
Kevin McClure, KF4HFN and Rick Morris, KD4VOQ] throw
their hats in the ring. John Sokol, K9AOK will be running
for Secretary and Jeff Cutchins, KF4NBD will be running for
Treasurer. So far, we've had nobody announce their inten-
tion to run for Activities Manager. So if you're interested in
any of these positions. arrange to have someone put your
name in nomination at the January meeting.

Ham Accused of Jamming
Atlanta Airport

A Georgia ham radio operator has been arrested after
being accused of jamming air traffic control near At-
lanta's Hartsfield International Airport.  Newslines
David Black, KB4KCH reports on this rather unusual
case:

46 year old Kevin M. Kelly, N2BYE, is charged with
four counts of interference, this, after agents executed
a search warrant November 6th at his Cumming,
Georgia home. Investigators say they found numer-
ous items which were seized.

The FBI, FCC and FAA all took part in the investiga-
tion leading to Kelly's arrest. He's accused of interfer-
ing with communications between aircraft and air traf-
fic controllers at Atlanta's Hartsfield International Air-
port.

The investigation started after the FAA officials
reported a sporadic and momentary interference prob-
lem involving communications between aircraft over
northern Georgia and controllers.

According to the FBI, extensive investigation revealed
that the source of the interference was in the Hyde
Park subdivision in Cumming, about 25 miles north-
east of Atlanta. Investigators say Kelly was in the im-
mediate area the interference was known to be com-
ing from.

Jack Daulton is special agent in charge with the FBI in
Atlanta. He says investigators learned that Kelly,
who's an experienced electronics engineer, was upset
with noise from airplanes flying over his house at alti-
tudes of about 15,000 feet. Daulton says Kelly was
arrested without incident when FBI agents, along with
personnel from the FCC and FAA went to Kelly's
home. Kelly's arrest comes as a result of what investi-
gators say was a team effort by all three federal agen-
cies.

Atlanta Hartsfield International is one of the three busi-
est airports in the United States. It is the home hub for
Delta Airlines and services numerous other air carriers
as well. Because of the danger to so many people this
becomes a rather high profile case. If convicted, Kelly
could spend many years behind prison bars.

Four License Upgrades
Rolled Back by FCC

The FCC has told four hams that it is temporarily setting
aside their recent Extra Class license grants and privileges.
This, while it investigates alleged irregularities in the volun-
teer examination process that might affect them.

According to information on the ARRL's members web-
page, letters went out on Tuesday November 10th from
Catherine W. Seidel, who is the acting chief, of the En-
forcement and Consumer Information Division. They were
mailed to Elmer Smith, N3UNR, of Effort Pennsylvania;
Philip DiGenova, N3UNS, of Bartonsville, Pennsylvania;
Wayne Bowden, AA3RT, of Millsboro, Delaware; and Ken-
neth L. Sharp, AA3RU, of Boyertown, Pennsylvania. The
letters request that all four individuals return their Extra
Class license documents and Certificates of Successful
Completion of Examination to the FCC's License Process-
ing facility in Gettysburg, Pennsylvania.

An FCC official tells the ARRL that the agency is looking
into testing irregularities including allegations that some
examinees might have been coached or given test an-
swers. Butthe FCC also goes to great pains to let the four
hams know that they are not being accused of any wrong-
doing. In fact, Seidel's letter goes as far as telling each of
the applicants that her correspondence is not in any way a
finding that anyone has engaged in misconduct. She adds
that if the FCC's investigation concludes that it should
grant their Extra Class license applications, that they will
be reinstated.

Another bust coming

The FCC may be getting ready to bust yet another source
of malicious interference -- this time on the VHF bands.
While the commission is not divulging any of its plans, ru-
mors are circulating on the air. They indicate the Compli-
ance and Information Bureau may soon take action against
one or more hams involved in the jamming of repeater
communications.

While nobody is sure as to where the next

enforcement action might occur, it is known that hams in
New York City, Miami and Chicago have been requesting
assistance. In some localities the hams believe that they
are fighting what appears to be organized repeater jam-
ming and they want the FCC to step in to make it go away.

DX Six Meters

This weeks DX is strictly six meters where trans-Atlantic and trans-
Pacific F2 is heating up. First. WILP reports hearing the 7Q7 Ma-
lawi beacon on 50.001.5 at 1752 UTC on November 7th. But that's
not all. KM1H reports that 7Q7RM was heard by WA1OUB but Bob
did not have a complete QSO. Karl says that he also heard bits but
not enough to warrant a call. This almost record contact was on
50.110 MHZ in CW. Reports also abound that indicate E30GA and
other African DX'ers are on 6 meter SSB.

Meantime, there has been another 6 meter opening into the United
States from New Zealand. Mike Fobister. ZL3TIC reports over the
VHF Reflector that on October 31st. at 01:00 that K6QXY was
heard for about 10 minutes. His signal was very weak but he did
manage a QSO with ZL3NW and ZL2KT.

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Is malicious interference protected?

Is malicious interference protected? And as the gov-
ernment tightens its enforcement noose around the
necks of more and ham radio rules violators, a grow-
ing number are claiming that they actually have the
right under the law to harass others. They say that to
try to stop them is to violate their constitutionally pro-
tected right to freely express their views.

But one expert in that area of the law says no. Jam-
mers have no such protection under the law. Bill Bur-
nett, KT4SB, has more:

Malicious interference. Something our Elmer told us
never to take part in. There was a question on our
first license exam relating to this term and it's specifi-
cally defined in the rules and regulations of amateur
radio. Those who participate in this illegal activity are
referred to as "jammers" and as we all know, they're
out there.

The FCC is cracking its amateur enforcement whip
and catching some of these individuals, but "jammers"
are using a common defense when they appear in
court. Sandra Wolkov is a Miami attorney who spe-
cializes in this type of litigation:

"It's primarily their defense would be that their right to
free speech on the radio shouldn't be hampered by the
government interfering with that right.

One of the problems with that is that the airwaves are

public resource. And so the government does have the
right currently to regulate who and when to speak and
say what on the radio via the licensing and regulatory
scheme." Sandra Wolkov

Wolkov says regulating the airwaves began during the
early part of this century and the sinking of the Titanic
played a major role.

"Yea, that is actually and interesting issue. The very
reasons for government having control of the airwaves
actually originated in the early part of the century with
the Titanic where amateur radio broadcasters were in-
terfering with the Titanics signal. In fact causing, not
causing but contributing to the sinking of the Titanic.
And that was actually what prompted the government to
take control, the emergency control of the airwaves. So
that would support the governments justification for su-
ing these people jamming the signals." Wolkov

However, was this malicious or done unknowingly? Re-
member...these were the early days of two-way radio
communications.

The bottom line. While its yet to be tested,
claiming constitutional protection as a way of
avoiding punishment for jamming others will
probably not hold up in a court of law.

The FCC has Canceled a General Class Upgrade of a Kentucky Ham.

This after the regulatory agency says the Physician's Certification used to obtain a morse code testing waiver was
not a valid document.

The ham losing the upgrade is identified as Richard Lalone Il, KC5GAX, of Fort Campbell. Lalone was notified by
the FCC on November 19th that his operating privileges have been returned to his previous Technician Plus class
and that he must not use the General class bands.

The FCC also told Lalone that it was not pursuing any putative measures against him at this time. But the regula-
tory agency also says that Lalone could run into difficulty if and when he tries to upgrade again or if he tries renew

his current license.
