Well, we at GARS have cometo a
fork and must come to a decision as to which direction
we're going to go. Thetopic? Dog shows.

A group of hard-working folks, led by Ike, KAWEC, and Marty, KEAMLH, have worked this
event for 2 or 3 times ayear for the past 4 years, and their efforts have put in the neighborhood of
$25,000 into the club coffers, which has enabled us to fund such things as our repeater systems,
Field Day, club picnics, Tech Fest, Holiday parties, and donations to ARES and to Venture Crew
73. To earn this hefty donation made to the club by the sponsors of the dog shows, volunteers
have worked any or al portions of a 3-day weekend from 6 AM until 2 PM doing such things as
directing and organizing the parking of a multitude of vehicles and manning the ticket booth.
Each person that |

have spoken to who has worked these dog shows has told me that it's tiring work at times, but that
it has always provided alot of fun, as well.

That all sounds good, right? The problem liesin recruiting people. Thislast show in February
yielded the fewest number of volunteers ever, although

Ike said that the group who was working handled the job admirably, and things went surprisingly
smoothly. But thething is, Ike and Marty are both tired of begging for volunteers, and stressing
out over whether they'll be able to handle the job with the number of people who actually show

up.

You see, afew years ago, the question was put to the club at one of the meetings as to whether or
not the club should continue doing the dog shows, and a huge majority of the members present
voted in support of keeping the money flowing. However, to me, that was the wrong question to
ask. It reminds me of the old children's story about the little red hen who found some wheat seeds.
Every step of the way, she asked her friends who would help her plant the seeds, tend the garden,
harvest and grind the wheat, and bake the bread, and each step of the way, her friends dl re-
sponded, "Not I! Not I! Not 1" 1t wasn't until she asked who would help her eat the bread that
they all answered ""1 will! 1will! | will!" Well, we al like to eat the bread, or to have the
"bread" in the bank, but the more important question is"Who iswilling to do the work to earn the
bread?'

I've been told that in the history of GARS, there have been disagreements that have threatened to
split the club, but thisisthe first one I've observed first-hand. The people who have consistently
worked the dog shows adamantly say they have aterrific time and some even look forward to the
opportunity to work the next one. All of them deserve our gratitude and appreciation. But there
are also those who have never worked one, and probably never will. One person told me, "Just
because it's legal doesn't make it RIGHT." Others have heavy work schedules and other higher-
priority obligations. Personally, | believe that those people who choose no to work the dog shows,
for whatever reason, have the right to make that decision, and their decision deserves our respect.
Unfortunately, that hasn't always been the case, and we've lost some good club members because
of it, which truly saddens me.

Okay, now, it'sall laid out for you. The question remains as to whether this club will coninue to
commit itself to working these dog shows to earn donations to feed the club coffers. | must ad-
mit, after doing some investigation, it's doubtful that we can find another cash cow to equal this
one. But, there must be enough people willing to make the commitment.

The next dog show is scheduled for August 24 through 26. Are you willing to commit?

Tips for Happy Bagel Eating

1. Useasharp, serrated knife
(12-inch, if possible). A
dull knife will do more
damage than a sharp one.
With adull knife, you ex-
ert more pressure to cut so
that if you dlip, you can
stab yourself deeper or
cause ajagged laceration.

If you dlice a bagel while it
ison its side, keep your
palm down and your fin-
gersout straight. Don't
hold the bagel and push
the point of the knife to-
ward your palm.

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EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MEETING NOTES

February Meeting Minutes
February 19, 2001

Susan opened the meeting at approximately 7:35 PM. Present were officers Sid, Dan, and
Sharon; past officers David, Randy and Marty; club members Mike, Bill and Robert.

The group agreed to schedule future exec committee meetings at the One China Buffet for 7:00
PM, gathering at 6:00 to eat. Persons with items for the meeting agenda should inform Susan be-
fore the meeting.

Susan expressed a concern that the purpose of the meetings be a focus on amateur radio, and
that club business be kept at a minimum. She also suggested the compilation of a list of persons
willing to become Elmers to other operators. Among those who have already indicated a willing-
ness to assist others were David Moon, KF4KSE, whose area of interest in installation of radios in
automobiles, and Ron WE5O, who is willing to work with other hams in a general sense.

Additionally, there has been a suggestion by Victor Gann that we consider forming SIG’s (Special
Interest Groups) for those members who wish to focus on specific aspects of the radio art. Possi-
ble groups would be for slow scan, fox hunting, QRP, etc. Dan indicated that this was a similar
idea to the current ARES group. SIG’s would not become a replacement for the club, but would
provide additional fellowship and learning at times other than club meeting nights.

It was suggested that we attempt to increase the number of amateur radio demonstrations pro-
vided for the community (similar to that in conjunction with the release of the movie “Frequency”).
Mary Ahls has some connections that might assist us in scheduling some future events. David
also reminded us that we now have four stand alone canopies as well as a 4’ x 8’ trailer that are
available for the club’s use. The program begun at R.D. Head by Jan Stevens was also dis-
cussed, and participation/demonstrations/activity with other schools and young people were
brought up as possibilities.

The president would like to use the Garzette as a way to disperse information about events, as
this is the only method through which all members of the club are contacted regularly. Informa-
tion should be more than just a list, but provide important details, comments from past partici-
pants, etc.

Alternative ways of fund-raising were discussed. One was that we conduct a Ham Auction, with
proceeds from items donated shared with the clubs who make the donations. GARS would make
most of its profit through entry fees, both for those donating items and those coming to buy.
Marty has a contact for a possible facility and auctioneer. Other sites discussed would be inside
a tin building at the fairgrounds or the EAA building at Briscoe Airport (contact: Joel, W4HNL).

Another idea (perhaps in conjunction with an auction or swap fest) would be to enlarge the Tech-
Fest. This would require locating another facility, especially if we wished to charge an entrance
fee — and idea that most agree with. (continued on page 5).

Pixie Party

On January 13, 2001, Venture Crew 73 of the Boy Scouts of America hosted a radio-building event. Y outh from ages 9 to 20 were
invited to build aradio with less than 30 parts capable of sending and receiving Morse Code over hundreds of miles powered only
by a9 volt battery. Thekit is called the “Pixie2” and is marketed by HSC Electronics www.halted.com. The kit and the assembly
cost lessthan $12, and is an excellent way to introduce electronics and radio theory to youth. Kit builders were paired with an adult
mentor to guide in construction and answer individual questions. Over 50 participants took part in building 20 radios housed in Al-
toids Mints boxes.

Builders were guided through the kit with the aid of a PowerPoint presentation, schematics, parts layout diagrams, and individual
assistance. Kit builders assembled from 9 AM until 3 PM at which time each kit was tested in a compl ete el ectronics testing lab set
up by GARS members onsite. Builders learned the basics of radio communication, how to read a schematic, identify parts, solder
parts and basic el ectronics assembly techniques. The event concluded with gifts from Kenwood and awards for the radio with the
highest power output, a measurement partially controlled by assembly technique.

Mike Swiderski, volunteer with the American Radio Relay League, commented he had never heard of an event like thisto intro-
duce so many youth to Amateur Radio. The event was deemed a huge success, and now parents al over Gwinnett county are won-
dering why their son or daughter is suddenly talking in *dahs and dits’ to a candy tin.
