Venture Crew  Happenings

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            Stan, one of the founders of GARS was born in Omaha, Georgia. He graduated from South Hall high 
school. He was stationed in the military in Wichita, Kansas and Smyrna, Tennessee. Basically, he has always 
been interested in amateur radio, and studied for his test by borrowing books for the written exam and a mili-
tary surplus punch tape playback machine for CW. A non-ham on the military base gave his test to him 
where he got his conditiona l license. He became licensed in 1959 at the age of 19 and got on the air the same 
year. His first contact was in Michigan on HF. His first Callsign was WN0ATH, then WA0ATH, WA4IZI, 
KF4DA, and is presently KI4H. He has held the Novice, Conditional, General, Advanced, and Extra classes 
of license. 
            His first rig was a DX20 by Heath-kit transmitter and a SX99 Halicrafters receiver. He now has a 
Kenwood TS-950SAT HF transceiver with Heath Kit SB1000 linear amplifier, base station with an 80 foot 
tower with an A4 World Ranger which is a 4-element tri-band beam, Kenwood TS450 portable with a G5RV 
antenna, a mobile VHF rig, and a mobile Kenwood TS50 with a hustler Candelabra arrangement for all 
bands. 
            Stan’s favorite part of ham radio is meeting people whom he has worked and go ing to Hamfests, etc. 
He works just about all bands! (HF, VHF, and UHF.) He primarily works single sideband on HF and FM on 
VHF and UHF. His favorite band is 20 meter single sideband. An interesting QSO he had was a conversation 
with a Russian ham, where neither one of them was supposed to be communicating with the other, at the 
time. As soon as they realized where each other were, they had to end the on going QSO. Stan would like to 
talk to a ham aboard the space shuttle. Wouldn't we all? 
            Stan’s favorite part of GARS is the people. Since he was a founder of GARS, and the GARS anniver-
sary is coming up, Susan, AF4FO and I thought it would be appropriate to treat you with the story of how 
GARS was founded if you haven t already heard. The GARS club started out as a repeater group of about 
five or six hams who put their money together to put up a repeater. The repeater was located in a hospital in 
Buford and the antenna was on a tower on top of the hospital. Then the club grew to what it is now! Isn't that 
interesting, for those of you who haven t heard the story before, like me? 
            Stan’s wife, Brenda just tolerates being a ham widow. Stan is blessed with five children: Beverly who 
s 41, Dale who is 39, Devon at 37, Beth who s 28, and the baby of the family, Rachel who is 26. None of his 
children are licensed any longer, but Beverly, Beth, and Rachel used have their ham radio license. He has 
two relatives who are hams, his cousin Bob, WK4T and brother Bennie, AF4DA. Stan worked at Scientific 
Atlanta for 32 years and is now retired. 
            One very fun time in amateur radio that Stan will never forget is going to W1AW. Stan has been 
there several times. If you decide to go to W1AW and operate their equipment, you must have your original 
amateur radio license with you, not a photocopy! I have never been to W1AW myself, but Stan is the second 
ham that has told me you must have that with you to operate their station, so don t forget it, if you ever get to 
go to their station. Wouldn't it be a real bummer if you drove all the way to Connecticut, and realized you 
forgot your license and aren't allowed to operate? Getting back on track, Stan has also worked W1AW, the 
ARRL station at a GARS field day. Stan gives this advice to new hams: Relax, enjoy the hobby, and devote 
time to it regularly. 
            Thank you to Stan for his patience and time during this interview. He had to take time out of his Sat-
urday to be interviewed. Thank you to all GARS members for being patient with me while I improve my arti-
cles each month.
