June 17, 2001 1745 UTC 14.240

“CQ CQ CQ Thisis Special Event Station Whiskey 4 Alfa, celebrating the 25th Anniversary of the Gwin
nett Amateur Radio Society and Amateur Radio Appreciation Week in Gwinnett County Georgia... calling
CQ 20 meters and standing by”

“Whiskey 4 Alphathisis Whiskey Delta 4(QSB)”
“Whiskey Delta 4, question mark, thisis Whiskey 4 Alpha... please come back with your suffix”
“Bravo Kilo Delta, QSL?

“Roger, Roger...Whiskey Delta 4 Bravo Kilo Delta, you are 4 by 4 name hereis Harry, QTH is Lilburn
Georgia, over.”

“ QSL, Whiskey 4 Alpha, you are also 4 by 4, name here is Bob, QTH is New Jersey, | am one of the origi-
nal GARS members, over.”

“ Fine Business Bob, great to have you check in to our Special Event.”

Thus began an exciting QSO followed by several email communications. After three nights of attempting a
schedule on 40 and 20 meters, contact was made on 14.270 for a 20 minute QSO between K4HJH and
WD4BKD.

On The Air with
Barry Zoll, N1ITOO

This months on the air article features Barry
Zoll, NITOQ.

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What | Did On My Summer Vacation

At first glance it looked like a multi element Yagi with the left side of the first two directors hanging to one
side. Both vertical and horizontal VHF antennas were mounted on the same mast and a vertical HF antenna
was peeking over the edge of the roof. It wasn’t the kind of thing you'd expect to see on an imposing gov-
ernment granite building on the mall in Washington, DC, but there it was on the Smithsonian’s Museum of
American History. There had to be a ham station somewhere inside.

The gray haired lady at the information desk probably gets a thousand questions a day but she acted like
“ham radio” and “amateur radio” were foreign terms. There was, she said, aradio station in the basement,
on the west side, somewhere in the Information Age exhibit.

Down the hall to the west wing, past the ADA exhibit and the Greenville lunch counter, just to the left of a
statue of atopless George Washington (boy is that weird) is the escalator to the basement. The escalator
emptiesin front of the Information Age exhibit. From there it was through the entrance, down a winding
hall, around corners, up and down ramps past old telephones, a ship board wireless set (inoperable), old
computers, old record players, old TVs, amock up of aNASA command center, and countless other old
things - until finally, just around the corner from the exit, was an amateur radio station — unmanned.

The rest of the day was downhill. There was till alot to see but most of it was “look, don’t touch” stuff
and the nostalgic appedl is lost on those who aren’t already familiar with object of the exhibit. One plow
looks pretty much like another and what’ s so rare about a’51 GMC pick up truck? Ham radio? That' s dif-
ferent.

| finally got an answer about 9 the next morning. Y es, there was to be a volunteer operator at the station
that day, but one is supposed to call aday or two in advance to be sure it was OK to stop by. There weren’t
any other guest operators scheduled, though, so maybe the station operator would be willing to work mein.
This bureaucrat obviously didn’t know much about hams.

We got off the Metro at the Smithsonian exit, walked past the “Castle”, across the mall to the Museum of
American History, down the hall, past the half naked George Washington (he's an inni€), down the escala-
tor and into the exhibit through the exit door. One turn to the right and there it was. The Plexiglas had dis-
appeared and Paul Gates, KD4JF, was ending a QSO with a buddy in Chattanooga. Surprisingly, there
wasn't a crowd around this, the most interesting exhibit in the building and there wasn’t a guest operator at
the mike! | couldn’t believe my luck.
