On the Air with Victor Gann, W4VEG 
 

Victor was born In Camp LeJune, North Carolina 
where his father was a drill Sargent in the Marines.  
He graduated from Marshfield High School, home 
of Hubbell, the scientist the telescope is named af-
ter, in Marshfield, Missouri.  Victor was a corporate 
vice-president in charge of credit for one company, 
a stockbroker, and for IBM, taught people and wrote 
courseware.  He now works from home, part time, 
for IBM. 

 
Victor became interested in amateur radio by two 
ways.  One was when he was living in Orlando, 
Florida, where there are many hurricane scares.  
There was a hurricane coming, causing a giant line 
of cars on Interstate 95.  Victor saw these guys on 
the sides of the road with radios.  He asked who 
they were, and they told him that they are amateur 
radio operators.  Victor wanted to know how you 
get to be an amateur radio operator, and he found 
out.  The other way Victor became interested in ham 
radio was as a boy scout.  Boy scouts who wanted to 
move up to a certain level had to learn Morse code.  
So, Victor did.  Now that he is an amateur radio op-
erator, it’s like a childhood dream come true. 
 
            Victor’s elmer was the ARRL library.  He 
probably has 100 amateur radio books!  Not only 
did Victor have these books, but also he put them to 
use; he used them to study.  He also took practice 
tests online at the AA9PW site.   
 
            Victor got his first license, technician in Oc-
tober of 1999.  (He did take the novice test in order 
to get his technician license.)  One year later, Victor 
passed his General and morse code.  Here recently, 
he passed his Extra.  One week after Victor got his 
ticket, he made his first contact, Jonny Fearon, 
W4WKP.  Victor has held the callsigns KG4DMW, 
W4VEG, and has now applied for A0VG.  He ap-
plied for A0VG because it is Morse code friendly.  
(He will probably be A0VG by the time this article 
comes out.) 
 
            Victor’s first rig was a VX5R.  His first HF 
rig was a FT100, which he still uses for MARS.  He 
now has 2 VX5Rs, the FT100, a Kenwood TMV7 
mobile, which he says is a very good mobile rig, and 

Oakhills OHR100/Explorer, a 30 meter CW rig 
which puts out 2.5 watts, and a Pixie radio.  He also 
has some kits to put together. 
 
Victor works 30 meter CW, 10 and 20 meter ssb, 
VHF, and UHF.  Victor participates in MARS nets 
and has a MARS callsign.  He enjoys PSK31 be-
cause it is unique, a digital mode, and everything 
comes up on a computer screen.   
 
Victor’s most interesting QSO was with the scouts.  
The scouts and him talked to a guy who was in a 
sailboat, on 20 meters.  He had just installed a radio 
on his boat!  Victor would like to talk to someone in 
space.  He also has a goal do get his DXCC via CW! 
 
Victor is married to Carol Gann, KG4ETR who is a 
General class operator.  She has not missed one 
question on any of her amateur exams, including the 
Morse code!  Victor is active with Venture Crew 73, 
and Carol does PR for GARS. 
             
Victor’s favorite part of ham radio is elmering.  He 
loves helping others with the hobby and getting peo-
ple interested in the hobby.  Victor likes GARS be-
cause it is very vibrant.  There are many people do-
ing many things.  He also enjoys GARS because he 
and Carol can do it together.  His favorite amateur 
radio event was conducting the Pixie event.  (The 
Pixie event was when many young people were 
elmered by adults, building Pixie radios.)  He liked 
this event because he got to teach and everyone had 
fun. 
            Victor would give this advice to new hams.  
Learn all you can before buying equipment.  This 
will help you make the wisest decisions about what 
equipment to buy.  He also says to find out what 
part of ham radio you’re interested in.  Then focus 
on that one thing and learn it well.  If you don’t, you 
could become overwhelmed with everything.

At the 1993 Gold Rush there was only one ham op-
erating one station and he didn’t get a lot of atten-
tion from the scouts. Ham radio was something 
“old guys” did. One ham (who shall remain name-
less) stated that he wanted to “lower the average 
age of hams to 60 before he got there”.  Through 
his efforts and with the help of GARS, interest 
grew steadily and when K2BSA first appeared at 
the 1999 Gold Rush there were over 20 scouts and 
adult leaders who had their ticket. This year that 
number had grown to almost 50 and the ham radio 
exhibit at Gold Rush 2001 was one of the most 
popular.   
 
Past experience has shown that Morse code is a fa-
vorite among scouts so it was given a big part of 
the exhibit area. Scouts who learned to send their 
name in code were rewarded with a piece of candy 
and, after a bit of practice, many participated in the 
giant Morse code key contest. A scout sat at a table 
and sent a secret message to his patrol using a four 
foot key operated with his left foot. Patrols kept re-
turning throughout the day to improve their time 
and better their chance of winning.  
 
The cw station was one of the most popular. Scouts 
who had so recently learned their name in cw were 
fascinated by code at 20 words per minute. They 
couldn’t understand it but they listened and 
watched intently as the operator wrote each letter. 
Many said they were able to recognize a few let-
ters.  
 
At the SSB stations and the PSK31 station the 
scouts were able to talk to willing hams around the 
world. There wasn’t a single occasion when a ham 
wouldn’t talk to a scout and many took the time to 
talk to a dozen or more. The technology of ham ra-
dio is impressive to a young boy but it is friendly 
and courteous hams that make the best impression. 
When a contact was made, the scout wrote his 
name and troop or pack number on a strip of paper 
and pinned it to the world map at the location of 

his contact. By the end of the day the map was full. 
 
Scouts were able to use their orienteering skills on 
a fox hunt in the afternoon. Hams with directional 
antennas were positioned at three fixed locations. 
Scouts watched the signal strength meter as the an-
tenna was rotated and took a compass bearing in 
the direction of the strongest signal. Then they 
drew an azimuth on their map and triangulated the 
position of the fox. They were surprisingly accu-
rate and the fox was found in a little more than an 
hour. 
 
If it not for GARS and the help of its members, this 
event wouldn’t have been nearly as successful as it 
was and many boys would still look at ham radio 
as something “old guys” do. Not only did we help 
them have a good time, we introduced many scouts 
to a new hobby. Those GARS members who 
helped will receive a personal letter of thanks from 
the Boy Scouts but you should know who they are.
