Do you ever listen
to the Monday
night ARES net on
the 147.075 re-
peater and wonder
about the strange
"grid squares"
mentioned during
each check-in?
You might be more
familiar with the popular Maidenhead grid
squares used worldwide, especially for VHF
and higher frequency operations. The Maid-
enhead coordinate system originated in 1980
at a VHF conference in the city of Maiden-
head, UK. Each grid square encompasses 1°
latitude by 2° longitude.

The grid square system used by ARES
has nothing to do with the Maidenhead sys-
tem and is far more mundane. ARES grids
used in the metropolitan Atlanta area are
based on the map numbers of a map book!
While this may seem arbitrary, it is actually
a pretty good system. ADC “The Map Peo-
ple” publish a selection of atlases covering
the metro area. One giant book has the en-
tire area. Smaller books cover just sections
of the Atlanta region. Some regional books
have overlapping coverage. But no matter
what book you have, the same geographical
area will appear on the same map number.

The ADC Gwinnett County atlas be-
gins with map 560 and runs through map
842. If you open up the giant ADC map
book and find map 651, for instance, it will
be exactly the same as map 651 in the Gwin-
nett County book. So everyone operating in
the Atlanta metro area can exchange coordi-
nates that match a common street atlas.
This is very handy for emergency work.

NEWINGTON, CT, Jan 4, 2005--News coverage about Amateur Radio's role in the tsunami
relief effort have been widespread and positive.

A Boy Scout Venture Crew is a scouting

Since I am preparing to install a
tower and new antenna this spring I made
a serious visit to the Wireman at the re-
cent Stone Mountain Hamfest in Law-
renceville. While there I noticed that
there is a new version of the WIREBOOK
on the street. I have always found the
WIREBOOK III (grey and white cover-
copyright — circa 1995 - $3.00) to be a
handy reference in my shack so I forked
over the new price of $12.00 for WIRE-
BOOK IV (shiny new red cover, thicker
and bigger type — copyright 2002). It was
probably the best thing I bought at that
hamfest.

WIREBOOK IV continues to pre-
sent very useful information about anten-
nas and feedline in a helpful and plain
language way that even this old brass
pounder can understand. If you do not
have a copy, I strongly recommend you or-
der one by mail (on the web at
www.thewireman.com or call him at 800-
727-WIRE ((9473))). This reference be-
longs in every hams bookshelf after it
has been read cover to cover. With it
you will be able to make an informed ap-
proach to the selection of wire and feedline
for your station. Read it and you will have
more “wire smarts” than 90% of today’s
amateur radio operators. You will also
know how not to waste money the next
time you have to layout your hard earned
cash for such things.

Do you understand the importance
of terms like “capacitance “and “Velocity of
propagation (VP)” as applied to coax
feedline? Do you know the difference be-
tween Class ITA and Hard Line?

How about the difference between “Non-
contaminating” and “designed for direct bur-
1al”? Did you know that the RG in RG-U
stands for: R = Radio Frequency and G = Gov-
ernment and the U = Universal Specification?
Those are just a couple of items covered in the
first few pages of this well written book.

If you want to know a lot more about
coax, connectors, grounding, antenna wire,
baluns and balanced transmission line, this
book is for you. The cartoons are pretty cute,
too. (In spite of one cartoon, the toilet is not a
good way to bring coax into your shack, hihi).
The easy and often amusing style of the writer
is terrific. It’s kind of like you were sitting
down on a reel of coax and having a talk with
one of the most experienced hams you will ever
meet. If you do not have it already I hope you
will consider WIREBOOK IV the next time you
want some GOOD READING about ham radio.
