“This article has been published many times over the years by many amateur radio news sheets. Each
time it is published, the editor adds to or modifies the content to suit his or her Club situation, but the
message it contains remains the same.

If you are honest with yourself and find you are a
Wishbone, Jawbone or Knucklebone, there is no time like the present to make the change so you,
too, can become a Backbone. The dedicated, hard working Backbones will welcome you joining them.
Only in this way can the Club continue to serve amateur radio and the community.”

Q. When I read your e-mails, a security box pops up. It says, "This site contains both secure and non secure items."
Is there a way to stop this? It is very annoying.

A. I have seen that message, too. As I recall, it asks if you want to display the non secure items. How are you sup-
posed to make a decision? You don't even know what it means.
Nothing in my newsletters require security. However, they may contain links to secure pages. Perhaps that is the
problem. Whatever it is, I agree that it is annoying.
I can't really track this down, because I don't know which program you use. However, both Firefox and Internet Ex-
plorer have settings that might cause it. So let's look at them.
In Internet Explorer, click Tools>>Internet Options. Select the Advanced tab. Scroll to the end of the Settings box.
Clear the box next to "Warn if changing between secure and not secure mode."
In Firefox, click Tools>>Options. Select the Security tab. Click Settings. That opens the Security Warnings window.
Uncheck the box next to "I'm about to view an encrypted page that contains some unencrypted information."
Some warning messages are easy to track down; others are real bears. And some make so little sense that you can't
begin to work with them.  Here's one about people being signed on to your computer.
The Recycle Bin has its own warning message. It asks if you really want to delete things. It's pointless; you can al-
ways retrieve deleted items from the Recycle Bin. So here's how to turn it off.

You do not have to be a member of GARS to participate in this net, and all are welcome to join in. This is not an
emergency net, however, if there is any emergency traffic during the net, please inform net control by saying “BREAK
BREAK” and your call sign, and the net will handle the emergency traffic as required.
The Gwinnett Amateur Radio Society is an amateur radio club serving Gwinnett County, Georgia, in the North Metro
Atlanta area. We are a Special Service club affiliated with the ARRL. With over 130 members, GARS is an active part of
the Amateur Radio community, and plays an important role in Gwinnett County. We invite you to join us at our next
meeting to learn more about us.  To learn more about the Gwinnett Amateur Radio Society, please visit our web site at
www.gars.org.
When checking in net control asks that you give your call sign once, then again phonetically, and then your name and
location. Also, while checking in, please inform net control if you have any swap shop items or announcements.
Remember that to check into our net you do not have to be a member of Gwinnett Amateur Radio Society to check-in.
When checking in, please key down and say “THIS IS”, then un-key and listen for others. If you don’t hear anyone else
doubling, key down and check in. Net control will now take check-ins in the following order:
First: Short Timers, Mobile or Low Power stations.
Second: Officers and Committee Chairs.
Third:  Announcements, want, swap, sell, trade items.
Fourth: General Check-ins.
A volunteer to serve as Alternate Net Control Station is needed. The Alternate Net Control should be prepared
to assume control at any time if the Net Control Station becomes disabled. Anyone willing to serve as Alternate
Net Control for the GARS Net, please call Net Control now.
(callsign) Thank you for being alternate net control.

CHECK-INS
We will now take Short Timers, Mobile, or Low Power check-ins.
TAKE CHECK-INS AND RECORD THEM IN YOUR LOG. VERIFY THE CALL SIGN, NAME AND LOCATION OF
EACH CHECK-IN.
We will now take check-ins from Officers or Committee Chairs ONLY

THANK THE CHECK-IN FOR THE ANNOUNCEMENT.
AFTER ALL ANNOUNCEMENTS HAVE BEEN MADE PAUSE FOR ADDITIONAL CHECK-INS
Net control (Call Sign) will now take general check-ins.
TAKE CHECK-INS AND RECORD THEM IN YOUR LOG. VERIFY THE CALL SIGN, NAME AND LOCATION OF
EACH CHECK-IN.

CONCLUSION
NET CONTROL SHOULD RECAP THE ANNOUNCEMENTS FOR LATE CHECK-INS
Net control (Call Sign) will now recap the announcements.
IF NONE,  CONCLUDE THE NET.
This is (call sign), (name) and I will be closing the net at (time) and returning the repeater back to normal use. Thank you
(callsign) for being alternate net control. Officers and Committee Chairs of GARS  would like to thank all of you for
checking in and would ask that you join us here next week at 8:00 pm.
