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ARRL Feature: It Seems to Us: Absolute Zero (Dec 1, 2007) -- "Sunspot-wise, we seem to be stuck in a trough be-
tween Solar Cycles 23 and 24. Lately the W1AW propagation bulletins have been reporting zero sun-
spots, day after day. The level of solar activity was low throughout 2006 and 2007 and is not expected to
begin to pick up until around March 2008 -- months later than earlier predictions."

The K7RA Solar Update (Nov 30, 2007) -- Sunspots appeared over several days in the past week. November 24-27
had daily sunspot numbers of 15, 12 and 11. Otherwise, the sun has been blank. In the previous report-
ing period, November 15-21, there were only two days with sunspots and the daily sunspot numbers on
both days were 13. The result is the average daily sunspot number from the previous reporting period to
the current (November 22-28) reporting period rose from 3.7 to 5.4.

500 kHz Experiment Charting New Territory (Nov 29, 2007) -- The evening of November 13 saw the first transatlantic
contact on 500 kHz between amateur experimental stations. US experimental station WE2XGR/2 (Jay
Rusgrove, W1VD, in Connecticut) and GI4PDE (Finbar O'Connor, EIOCF, in Northern Ireland) communi-
cated by standard-speed CW for about 15 minutes. On that same night, US experimental stations
WD2XSH/12 (Mike Mussler, Al8Z, in Colorado) and WD2XSH/20 (Rudy Severns, N6LF, in Oregon)
made the first contact in the western half of the USA. Two days later, WE2XGR/2 and GI4DPE repeated
their feat and WD2XSH/12 had contacts with WD2XSH/6 (Pat Hamel, W5THT, in Mississippi) and
WD2XSH/13 (John Oehlenschlager, KOJO, in Minnesota). The ARRL 500 kHz experimental license,
WD2XSH, was issued in September 2006 and has 19 active stations. Fritz Raab, W1FR, of Vermont,
serves as experimental project manager for The 500 KC Experimental Group for Amateur Radio.

Current ARRL Alabama Section Manager Greg Sarratt, W40ZK, of Harvest, Alabama, with 2053 votes,
handily defeated Sherri Brower, W4STB, of Vero Beach, Florida (1143 votes); Carl Zelich, AA4MI, of
Chuluota, Florida (1079 votes), and Rudy Hubbard, WA4PUP, of Milton, Florida (498 votes). Incumbent
Vice Director Sandy Donahue, W4RU, of Dothan, Alabama, with 2555 votes, defeated challenger Jeff
Beals, WA4AW, of Loxahatchee, Florida, who received 2117 votes.
