Ham Shack
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How about a Ham Radio Adventure?
Or, What have I gotten myself into?

Back in 1942, my father dropped out of high school to go off and defend his country. He joined the
Navy, just like all of his older brothers (he was the youngest of 10 children). After Navy boot camp, my dad
shipped out on the USS Alabama, on a mission of war. During the war years he saw plenty of action and was
even onboard the USS Canberra when it took a Japanese torpedo. But as an 18-year old seaman, his first
sea duty was patrolling the North Atlantic aboard the Battleship Alabama.

It wasn’t until two years ago that | finally had the chance to visit the Alabama, now moored in Mobile
Bay as a floating historical site. | often get a kick out of treading the same steps as noted historical figures —
like walking through the Tower of London in the footsteps of King Henry VIII, or the cobblestoned streets of
Basel in the footsteps of Leonhard Euler; and while | probably retraced the steps of Admiral Halsey that day
on the USS Alabama it was much more poignant to me to be walking in the steps of my own father. The
feeling of awe was further reinforced when | saw his name listed on the roster of seaman who saw wartime
duty.
Museum Ships on the Air
Quite a few years ago, the Battleship New Jersey Amateur Radio Station created an event called Museum
Ships on the Air (MSOTA). I've worked lots of these stations in past events mainly because they usually have
really cool QSL cards. The Museum Ships event involves setting up special event ham stations on board
museum ships. Most are former Navy vessels now operating as historic sites. The USS New Jersey is the
perfect example: it's moored in Manhattan, within walking distance from Times Square (ok, | like to walk). But
not all museum ships are warships. | have confirmed contacts with lighthouse ships and a Victory Ship cargo
vessel.

The web site of the Battleship New Jersey ARS showed that the USS Alabama is a participant in the
MSOTA. Wouldn't it be cool, | thought, to honor my late father and his crew mates by helping to operate the
special event onboard the Battleship Alabama?

It took a bit of Internet sleuthing, but eventually | got in touch with Jep Hill, KU4NE, trustee of the club
call sign, W4BPR (Battleship Park Radio), and coordinator of the special event station aboard the Alabama.
My hope was that he’d have some room to squeeze another operator into the schedule for the 2009 special
event. Jep was happy to learn of my interest. He was certainly willing to let me operate. In fact, Jep said
that he’d been doing this event for many, many years and would really like to take off a year. Holy cow! This
just turned into one of those, “be careful what you wish for” moments. Jep asked me if I'd like to assemble a
team and run the MSOTA event for the Battleship Alabama in 2009.

How About an Adventure?

I’'m looking for some swashbuckling hams ready for adventure. MSOTA 2009 will be held the weekend of
June 6 and 7. Mobile is about a six-hour drive from Lawrenceville. The director of Battleship Park is fully
onboard (pun intended) with the project so we're expected and welcome. We’'ll need a couple of HF stations
and maybe some spare gear in case of difficulties. There are even some antennas in place but I'll have more
detail on that later. But don’t let lack of HF gear stop you from enlisting. With a little luck and a favorable
wind, we’ll get a big enough team to cover the equipment and even control ops in case someone wants to get
on HF for the first time. As a special event we’'ll not only be working hams who want the contact and the QSL
card, we’ll also be showcasing ham radio to the visitors on the battleship.

Joint SAR Exercise With GA Appalachian Trail Club

Nineteen Gwinnett ARES members participated in a joint search and rescue training exercise with the
Georgia Appalachian Trail Club. The exercise was organized by Eddie Foust, WD4JEM, who is a member of
both organizations. The Incident Commander was Mike Reiser, WB4WTL.

The group assembled at Little Mulberry Park in northeast Gwinnett County on Saturday morning,
November 22nd for a briefing and assignments. The park encompasses about 900 acres much of which is
undeveloped and provided a realistic environment.

The ARES Mobile Communications Vehicle trailer was onsite and provided support for Net Control
operations. All communications were handled on simplex to simulate remote search conditions with no
available repeaters. ARES members were assigned to search teams as communicators. The exercise used
the ICS structure for organization to give both groups experience for future operations. The exercise provided
many lessons learned including the challenges of simplex communications over the large area of the Park.

Field teams within range of remote teams and Net Control served as relays, but slowed
communications and search area coverage. GATC members participating in the exercise did not have any
previous experience working with communicators as a part of teams.

The exercise concluded with a thorough debrief and plan to conduct additional joint exercises. After
the exposure to Amateur Radio, some GATC members plan to obtain their licenses. Gwinnett ARES
regularly conducts its exercises with a variety of groups and agencies to jointly gain experience for future
operations.

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OK, here is the recipe for Paul ‘K4ABET aka K4Bug Eyed Turkey’ Mclnnish “Shotgun Chili”:

It is absolutely essential for an old and well seasoned cast iron pot to be used to make Paul Mclnnish
“Shotgun Chili”; otherwise you’ll be drummed out of the Chili Fixin’ Corps:

2 Ibs. Ground Round (or Venison)

If using Venison, you must add 3-4 oz. of finely chopped pork to get some “lard” (that’s grease to ya’ll city

Brown the crumpled meat thoroughly and
doncha dare burn it!

Just as the meat is starting to brown, add one
extra large finely chopped bell pepper

Continue to cook until mixture gets hot

Add six LARGE (3-4” long x %" diameter,
minimum) Jalapeno peppers very finely
chopped (even to the point of being ‘mushed’ —
| use the better half’s electric chopper)

Add V2 bottle of red chili powder (yep, a half
bottle; gives the chili a nice dark red color and a
definite “personality)

Thoroughly stir and cook on high heat until you start to see some bubbles, turn heat down to low and simmer
for 24 hours — MINIMUM!

And if ya don’t cook the chili for 24 hours, you will can be charged with ‘failure to comply’ and drummed out of
the Chili Fixin’ Corps!

Use a lid on the pot! NO steam allowed to escape!
