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Here’s one thing you should know about Brian Page, N4TRB:

He got his first soldering iron at age 8 – and he never looked back.  “I was pretty much into [electronics] from the  
beginning,” he says. 
 Page, 54, a long time GARS member, was steeped in technical culture from his earliest youth. “I had the very 
good fortune of growing up in Satellite Beach, Florida, in the early days of the space age,” he explains. “We would know 
when the astronauts were on base because we could see where they parked their planes. So I grew up having  
astronauts as my heroes instead of sports figures.” Page became an ARRL member in 1969, but he didn’t get his first 
ticket until 10 years later, “mainly because of school and all that kind of stuff.”  
An interest in all things technical followed – but not without a detour. As a high-school student Page worked as a disc 
jockey and newsman for an AM broadcast station, and he considered studying journalism in college. By the time he 
made it to the University of Georgia, though, he had become disenchanted with the field; he majored in history instead. 
He followed that up with a master’s degree in the history of science from Virginia Tech. 
But the tech bug bit him again when he happened to notice that the bulletin board for the computer-science  
department “was always packed full of job offers.” Ever the pragmatist, Page managed to land an entry-level job in IT, 
and has worked in and around the field ever since. Currently he’s a sales engineer for Bomgar, a company that special-
izes in remote-control software for PCs.  
 As a ham, Page favors DX contests and chasing interesting QSL cards. His shack is anchored with a Yaesu  
FT-757 GX HF rig, and his antenna is a ground-mounted HyGain 12ATV vertical planted discreetly in a stand of trees. 
He likes to build QRP rigs – one of them, a 40-meter transmitter, is neatly packaged in a tuna-can-size tin. And he likes 
to chase whistlers. 
 Whistlers? Yes, whistlers. A sound somewhat like a slide whistle is produced when the broadband energy of a 
lightning strike bounces around the ionosphere and is refracted into different audio frequencies. “They could tell a great 
deal about the state of the ionosphere and the magnetic flux lines by listening to that sort of thing,” Page says. “It’s really 
cool.” 
 Page also counts among his hobbies photography and writing. His ham photographs show up on both the GARS 
and Gwinnett ARES websites. And as a writer he’s been especially prolific.  In February, QST  
published his article about “Vibroplex, the Norcross Connection.” Two other articles were published recently in World 
Radio. To top it off, an article he wrote about General Electric’s 1950s contest for crystal radio circuits should appear in 
the bulletin of the Antique Wireless Association some time this fall.  
 Perhaps the most interesting article, though, is one about Alfred Morgan’s radio books, being written for QST 
Online. “Alfred Morgan’s my hero,” Page says. “This guy wrote dozens and dozens of books on all kinds of subjects. He 
was an early radio guru, too. In fact, he wrote a book in 1910 that became the bible for the very  
earliest amateurs. The ARRL didn’t come around until 1914.” As a boy, Page first discovered Morgan’s work in “The 
Boys’ First Book of Radio and Electronics.” Page says he kept Morgan’s books checked out of the library “continuously.” 
 Page lives in Lawrenceville off Collins Hill Road. He has three grown daughters (none of them hams), and  
his wife Kathy is a technology coordinator  
for a school in Gwinnett County.
