Thus saith the sage.  I’ve been a regular on the two GARS nets and the ARES net held each week. I didn’t realize until re-

cently that I had been transmitting with an abundance of white noise due to an HT’s low maximum output and doing that only 

when fully charged.  That just doesn’t go very far from a fifteen inch whip antenna. 

I volunteered to be Net Control for the Roundtable Net last Thursday night at the September GARS meeting.  I wanted the 

net to hear me, so I contrived a solution to my problem.  I mounted my homemade Yagi antenna to a 45̊ elbow stuck on top of 

a 5 foot piece of PVC pipe that I had taped to a post on my front porch. I then aimed the Yagi in the general direction of the 

Lawrenceville repeater two miles away.  I then connected it to my HT with a length of Advanced Digital Cable and some 

adapters that I bought at HRO.  I also charged my radio’s battery up to full power.  I achieved ―full quieting‖ when I transmit-

ted on the Roundtable Net on the appointed night.  That success felt good. I’m ready to try DTMF now that the repeater can 

“hear” me.

Let the Sun Shine!

It looks as though solar activity is picking up, and with that propagation on the HF bands. The ARRL Letter reports: 

      

Tad “Somewhere the Sun is shining” Cook, K7RA, reports: Compared to the uneventful past few years, sunspot 
activity was truly remarkable this week. The daily sunspot number for September 16 was 173. We haven’t see num-
bers like this in more than six years, when the sunspot number was 181, way back on July 5, 2005 in Solar Cycle 23. 
The solar flux reached 150.1 on September 18. Just six months ago it was slightly higher, 153 on March 7 and 155 on 
March 8, but prior to that the only higher number was 157.3 on August 22, 2005, about 7 weeks after the sunspot 
number of 181. Currently, the solar flux and planetary A index forecast from USAF/NOAA calls for solar flux of 144 
on September 22-23, 140 on September 24-25, 145 on September 26-28, 130 on September 29 through October 1, 
and 135 on October 2-5. The planetary A index is predicted at 5 on September 22-24, 8 on September 25, 5, 8, 5, 5, 
15 and 8 on September 26 through October 1, and 5 on October 2-7. Look for more information on the ARRL web-
site on Friday, September 23. For more information concerning radio propagation, visit the ARRL Technical In-
formation Service Propagation page. 

On Tuesday, I worked a guy on 40m, and he reported that 10m was wide open all day. Time for some DX!
