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First Amateur Radio Op in the U.S. 

Until the adoption of the Radio Act of 1912, U. S. radio transmitters were unlicenced. As recounted in this 

article, in the period before the adoption of the act those with the most powerful transmitters ruled, which 

often meant that commercial and government stations were at war with the local amateurs. In this review 

Vermilya and a fellow amateur got into a friendly contest over who would have the most powerful station. 

Both apparently were from well-to-do families, as they could afford to buy expensive and powerful spark 

transmitters normally used for commercial service. QST, February, 1917, pages 8-12: 

Amateur Number One 
By Irving Vermilya 

 

Amateur Number One is a snappy, up to the minute, humorous story of the origi-

nal father of American amateurs.  Generations have come since, but still Mr. 

Vermilya is an amateur at heart. The story of his early trials and tribulations 

when there were no brother amateurs starts in this issue. It will be continued in 

the next and you will enjoy reading this history with a laugh to every spark.--

Editor. 
NOW Boys, I don't want to make too much noise, and I want you to holler if I go too far--I am going to 

start off with a claim that's going to be a big one, but I'm pretty sure I can back every very word of it. 

Here it is: I was the first amateur in this country to get an aerial up and investigate into the mysteries of wire-

less. No doubt, were I at a meeting, there would be an awful wail about now to "sit down". But fellows, lis-

ten, I am only sorry I have no record of the date when I first got the Wireless Bug, but I am going to look it 

up. I believe I know at least one gentleman who can 

throw some light on it, if I can only find his present 

whereabouts. 

   Along about the time when Marconi was first do-

ing a little experimenting--long before there was any 

United Wireless Company, or any DeForest Com-

pany, or in fact, any amateurs, or manufacturers of 

wireless goods--I became interested in reading about 

what Marconi was doing with a kite and string some 

where along this Coast. Of course I became inter-

ested, but could not imagine how he was doing it. I 

can remember seeing the big head lines about Mar-

coni, and I said right then and there,  Me for this 

wireless. That's the stuff".  

   Now it so happened that I was quite a good boy, so 

I asked the minister of our church to help me get ac-

quainted with Marconi. Of course, he smiled at me 

and tried to calm my wild desires much as a kind 

mother would do for her little boy who cried for the 

moon. But I was not to be downed so easily. I had an 

awful bulldog grip on this wireless stuff, and I 

would not let go. Probably six months or so elapsed.
