As | write this note on my laptop, | am also doing
some DX using the JT65 mode and catching up
on some e-mail (yay!

For me, having the computer so well
integrated to the radio means | can learn about the
hobby and play radio sport, while also being produc-
tive. | will admit that in some ways the computer
may have detracted from amateur radio. However, |
am of the opinion that the benefits outweigh the
losses and | suspect many of you do too.

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ARES-Coordinated Search-and-Rescue Exercise A Success

In the growing warmth of a December morning, a
search team of three men stomped down the forest
trail, a dog leading the way. The morning was still
and calm, and the rescuers called out for their miss-
ing person, but their voices echoed through the
trees and returned nothing.

Then the dog, altered to a scent, veered off the trail
and bounded down the slope of a side hill. In sec-
onds he returned and led the team down to the vic-
tim.

"Search and Rescue, victim number two has been
recovered,” they transmitted on their hand-held ra-
dio.

The exercise was a success.

Though it was only a training activity, the groups
involved ensured the readiness of their volunteers
and equipment. Led by

the Gwinnett ARES,

three other groups par-

ticipated in the event:

the Georgia Appala-

chian Trail Club

Search and Rescue

Team, the Gwinnett

Citizens Emergency Response Team (CERT), and
the Alpha Team K9 Search and Rescue (ATSAR).

The exercise took place in the woods of Gwinnett
County's Little Mulberry Park and centered around
a mock-scenario in which an avid outdoorsman
named Sam takes his FRS radio and goes out to ride
his ATV, only to never return home. It would not
turn out to be a simple rescue operation, though, as
additional information about a second missing per-
son was planted, only to be discovered upon the
rescue of Sam.

Radio equipment was vital not only in ensuring
communication between the groups, but also in
finding the victims. Early on in the search, the party

was able to discover
and maintain radio
contact with Sam,
who was laying off
the side of a trail and
unable to do anything
except press the call
button on his FRS
radio.

ARES was able to make use once again of a radio
repeater to ensure communication and narrow down
Sam's location (the device had proved useful in a
past exercise). In under two hours, he was found
with the help of a search-and-rescue dog and the
information about the second victim was revealed.
In all, it took the combined talents of the team un-
der four hours to find both "victims," well before
lunchtime.

Jeff Cutchins [AB4HF] of the Gwinnet ARES
stressed the importance of this type of readiness
training. "In an emergency where our technology is
disabled, low-tech radios are the backup," he said.

September 11th reinforced this need, as shortwave
radios proved vital in the communication between
rescue workers. Since then, all first-responders have
been trained to act under the Incident Command
System (ICS) model, which stresses communication
and organization amidst the chaos of a disaster.

Cutchins expressed satisfaction with the exercise,
confident that the volunteers of Gwinnett County
are ready should the need for them arise.

Ferreting out noise sources
By Dan Romanchik, KB6NU

About three months ago, I put up a 20m antenna—an end-fed, half-wave antenna (http://
www. kbénu.com/kbénu-finally-builds-an-end-fed-half-wave-antenna/). Right off the bat, I was
flummoxed by the high noise level. It was nearly S9, obliterating all but the strongest signals.

The strange thing about this noise was that I was only experiencing it on 20m, and only using
this antenna. If I switched to my 40m dipole, the noise dropped back to the S1 - S2 noise level
that I usually experience here. (Yes, I know. I'm really lucky to have such a low noise level
here.)

It didn't really make any sense to me that this antenna would be so susceptible to noise while
my other antennas weren't, but I just couldn't come up with any other explanation. I was not ex-
periencing any noise on any of the other bands, after all. Sometimes 4O@m is so quiet here that I
check to make sure that the antenna is connected to the radio.

As luck would have it, I stumbled upon the noise source a couple of days ago. I had taken the
laptop I normally use in the shack somewhere one day last week, and when I returned it to the
shack that evening, I switched the rig over to 20m before connecting the power supply back to

the laptop. No noise! When I plugged the
power supply into the laptop, the noise
jumped up to S9 again. The problem noise
source was found!

I posted about my experience to my blog
and to the HamRadioHelpGroup (http://
groups.yahoo.com/group/
HamRadioHelpGroup/). Mark, K5LXP, one of
the gurus on HRHG, advised me to throw
the main circuit breaker in order to de-
termine if it was something inside the
house generating the noise. Bob, KONR,
commented on my blog post, "I have found
that flipping off circuit breakers in my
house is a good first step to try and
find a noise source. Usually ticks off
the family, but what the heck :-)" Either
of these methods will help you determine
if a noise source is inside or outside of
your house.

I'm still thinking that the way my an-
tenna is positioned may have something to
do with its picking up the noise gener-
ated by the power supply. I plan to play
around with the positioning of the an-
tenna once the snow melts and see if that
makes any difference. Until then, I can
work 20m with the power supply discon-
nected and run the laptop off the bat-
tery.

So, the next question you might ask is
how does the antenna work? It seems to be
putting out a very good signal. One eve-
ning last week, I worked several DX sta-
tions, including 6W/HAGNAR in Senegal.
It's not a beam, but I'm pretty happy
with it.
