[We had a glimpse of Jeff’s experience here last month, and now for “The Rest of the Story”... Ed]

..... On the way home after breakfast with the Gwinnett Amateur Radio So-
ciety approximately 10:04am Sat. March 2nd, 2013, | was the first person on
the scene of a house fire on Lawrenceville Suwanee Road. As I drove past
the burning structure, 3 adults were exiting the residence very distraught.
Lots of smoke poured into the street. | stopped; got out; called 911 and went
to assist the homeowner. | grabbed 2 fire extinguishers and my fluorescent
vest from my SUV . | went to check out the fire but it had already engulfed
the car port. I told the homeowner that there was nothing that could be done until the fire department
arrived.

The female homeowner had 3 dogs that she had rescued from the burning
home. | went back to my SUV, got a leash, and leashed up her dog Tony.
Then | took Tony to my car and put him inside where it was warm. | didn't
have another leash so the homeowner handled the other 2 dogs.

Gwinnett County FD responded with 8 trucks,
numbers 13, 15, 10, 20, Air 21, Med 15, Arson
2, the PIO, and 2 Battalion Chiefs-3 and 4. The FD was on scene at
10:13am. In a matter of minutes the fire was under control. However, the
home was a complete loss. | provided comfort and 2 jackets for 2 of the
residents who came out of the house without any warm clothing. | assisted
the homeowner with her dogs. There were no injuries or loss of human life.

The Gwinnett County Fire Department and Police Department did a fantastic job
handling the incident. The firefighters worked quickly and efficiently. They
made it look easy. Battalion Chiefs Daniel and Kump brought the incident under
control around 10:31 a.m. It was a privilege to watch the experts in action.
