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Hex Beam Blooms in Springtime

I’m a relatively new ham, first licensed about 6 months ago.
And | have been bitten rather hard by the DX and
Contesting “bugs”. As a result, my home brewed fan dipole
just wasn’t quite doing the trick—I “needed” a beam
antenna.

Since | rent the house I live in, putting up a tower was
pretty much out of the question and the yagi and the moxon
pretty much need a stout tower beneath them. And then |
saw the hexagonal beam. It was love at first sight! The fact
that it can sit atop a modest pushup mast made it that much
more attractive.

I shopped around and found one made by Roger Rockwell
(NA4RR) in Pensacola, FL that was a “plug-n-play” kit and
also one of the least expensive ones on the market.

| order it, assembled it, and then started to consider how |
was going to get it up onto the mast, etc. One of my biggest
handicaps when it comes to antennas is a fear of heights
(acrophobia to those of you who are more technically
minded). So | put out a call for assistance.

Nick (KK4TPW), who I have worked with before on
another’s antenna project; and Ashley (K4ASH)
volunteered. We had scheduled the work party for Sunday
afternoon. But the weatherman was predicting a bit of rain
and as | mentioned to Ashley, wet roofs and ladders does
not make for safe footing.

But Mother Nature smiled at us and parted the clouds as
they approached Lawrenceville and sky turned blue—I we
stayed dry!

Nick came up with good way to attach the antenna to the
mast and then raise it to vertical. Then he and Ashley got
on the roof, stood at the very edge as | perched on a
ladder—we managed to lift the mast skyward and get it
locked down.

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Beginner’s Corner

Alinco Radios for Beginners

We have been looking at different Handy Talkies (HTs) for the New Ham. This month, we’ll visit
Alinco. The least expensive dual-band by Alinco is the DJ-V57T. | contacted GigaParts for informa-
tion. Shelley - KK4VST, writes, “They are very easy to afford for new hams, they are currently $129.00
on our website for example.” A lot of the other dual-band radios are above the $200 mark. Alinco ra-
dios, despite how hard they are to locate at times, are very easy to understand radios and don't have a lot
of "hidden" settings like some of the Yaesu handhelds do. In the same sense though because they do not
have that complexity to them, they generally do not offer as many features. My personal opinion is that
it’s not a bad thing because then you will not be distracted by the bells and whistles so to speak, but will
really learn how to best utilize the radio for its functions and just have a good time with the basics!”

We have talked about some new handy-talkie (HT) radios. Now, let’s look at how to buy used equip-
ment.

I keep looking for used equipment. Buying from a ham in the area is a good idea, because you can test
out the radio before you buy it. Also, if there is a problem, you have someone to go back to after the
sale. Most hams are reputable. Check at GARS or other club meetings. Also, many clubs have a Yahoo
group or a “reflector” where hams post items to sell. Also, check the weekly “GARS Want Sell or Swap
Net” on Monday evenings. They occasionally have items for sale. Also, you can ask if anyone has or
knows of equipment for sale.

Buying a radio at a hamfest will give you a chance to try it before you buy, as well. Be cautious when
buying from eBay or other auction sites. Check the seller's reputation. It is much harder to return a bad
radio if the seller is unreliable, or lives hundreds of miles away. Some dealers have trade-ins. You
might be able to spot a bargain or two.

I want to share this fantastic propagation forecasting tool with you. My first experience with it was very exciting. As a re-
sult of using this site on the web, | was able to make a contact with ZD8NW on Ascension Island, off the western coast of
Africa. | had moved/set the Red marker to my home location (EM84ab) and changed the TX mode to SSB. Then | moved
the Blue marker to the south end of Africa and immediately the circular chart on the right updated to show me the propaga-
tion that was forecast for that day. | pointed the beam to 86 degrees (see info right below map). If you click on the link at the
top of this page, you will be able to see how it works. In the example above, the best band and time to reach Madagascar is
10 Meters at 2100Z. The day | got Madagascar, 15 meters at 1700Z was the best. Since then | have used this website to
make many successful DX QSO’s. I hope it works well for you.

Voice of Russia to Go Dark After All

The Voice of Russia , formerly known as “Radio Mos-
cow”, will end its shortwave broadcasts Tuesday, April
1. After contradictory announcements and reports last
December, it appears the international broadcaster is
indeed pulling the plug on its HF transmissions.

Effective December 9, as a result of a decree signed by
Russian President VVladimir Putin, the Voice of Russia
radio company officially ceased to exist and merged
with several other state-run news agencies as part of
Rossia Segodnya, a Russia-based international news
service. From the 1950s through the 1980s, the station,
as Radio Moscow, was a virtual beacon for short-wave
listeners (SWLs), many of whom gravitated into Ama-
teur Radio.
