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Sisyphus the Activator 
Activation Points Once Per Year 
A SOTA activator can get points for activating a given summit once each calendar year. For exam-

ple, if you ride the tram to the top of Stone Mountain and you make 4+ QSOs from the summit in 

2015, you collect two points. If you activate Stone Mountain again in 2015, you get zero addi-

tional points. When 2016 arrives, you become eligible for 2 more points. 

 

A Peculiar Activator 
So why does one ham activate San Bruno Mountain and Mt. Davidson again and again? As of mid

-2015, he's activated San Bruno Mountain alone more than a dozen times this year! 

 

 Maybe he lives there? Unlikely. It's a typical radio/TV tower summit. 

 Maybe he really likes San Bruno Mountain? Possibly, but he does something unusual from that summit... he makes sum-

mit-to-summit contacts. 

 

K6EL is the leading summit-to-summit activator in the United States, with more than twice as many "S2S" contacts as his 

nearest competitor. (The superlative metric about K6EL is that he has the lowest points per climb of any activator in the 

world!) 

A key appeal of these summits is that they are convenient to his home and they have strong cell signal. Cell signal is impor-

tant, because it allows him to use SOTAwatch to identify other activations in progress. With thin information, he's able to call 

the other activator and make the contact. 

Your Advantages 
There are a number of hills near Atlanta with similar advantages, including Stone Mountain, Kennesaw Mountain, and Pine 

Mountain. For Stone Mountain, you could carry a folding chair and your cooler! 

Unless you've got a truly outstanding antenna at home, you'll find that you get better signal reports operating QRP from the 

top of a summit than QRO at home. You'll certainly get more pile-ups from a SOTA summit than your Atlanta-area shack. 

(Activators can get points for the same summit once per UTC day, so they'll call you each time.) QRM is low from most 

summits. (Get away from the building on top of Stone Mountain, to minimize QRM there.) If you're a VHF operator, line of 

sight is great on a summit. 

 

QRP-to-QRP 
Summit-to-summit contacts are often regarded as particularly challenging. You'll have two QRP rigs and two portable anten-

nas on the QSO, and you'll be competing against QRO chasers with beams. A little patience is all that's needed! A SOTA pile

-up typically lasts only 5 minutes or so. Once the fuss has died down, you'll be heard. When you send your call sign, be sure 

to state, "Summit-to-summit." Other stations typically yield when they hear this. (And you'll compete surprisingly well, given 

your elevation.) 

See you on the summits!

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Give Your Radio’s Signal Some Air - Part 1 
 

Most new hams will buy a small handheld portable radio as their first radio.  This type of radio is better known as a 

Handy Talkie or HT. When a new ham gets that radio programmed, he or she will hopefully try to make contacts.   

Living in Gwinnett County, the GARS repeaters are a likely target for that first QSO (contact).   Some new hams are 

ambitious and will program every repeater in the Metro Atlanta area.  They will get on a distant repeater frequency, 

key up their HT, and become discouraged when nothing happens.  It’s not your fault, nor your radio’s fault.  It could 

be that that the signal from your antenna just isn’t getting very far. 

 

Virtually HTs come with a stock antenna, called a “Rubber Duckie” by many.  The problem with these stock anten-

nas is they are horribly inefficient.  I read somewhere that they actually lose almost half of the power that the HT 

puts out.  On high power, most HTs put out 5 watts.  After going through the Rubber Duckie, only 3 watts normally 

gets out.  Solution?  First replace that stock antenna with a better one, called a “whip”.  Several companies make 

really good whip antennas.  They are available at our local ham radio store or on the Internet.

If you try using your HT in a vehicle, using a stock antenna isn’t good either.  You can get a magnetic mount an-

tenna that mounts on the top of your metal vehicle roof.  You can run the antenna cable through one of the vehicle 

doors.  Just open the door, run the end of the cable into the vehicle and shut the door. [Make sure the door doesn’t 

pinch/damage the cable. The rubber weather seal usually protects it and keeps the rain out.  Ed] Once the antenna cable is in 

the vehicle, connect it to your HT.  The plug on your new magnetic mount antenna is called a PL-259 plug.  Most 

HTs have what is called an “SMA” plug.  The two are not compatible, and you will need to pick up a “SO-239 to 

SMA” adapter to hook between the antenna cable and your HT.  Going to the ham radio store to pick up a magnetic 

mount antenna?  Bring along your HT with you and the salesperson will help you get the right adapter. 

 

It is best to get a dual-band antenna for your vehicle, even if your HT works only on a single band.  Most hams will 

eventually own more than one rig, and your next rig might just be a dual band (VHF/UHF) one.  Just as radios need 

to be tuned, antennas usually need to be tuned, as well.  You learned about standing wave ratio (SWR) before you 

took your technician test.  If you know of a ham who can check your antenna for you, he or she should be able to 

tune your antenna for maximum performance.  However, in my experience, it is not critical. 

 

We will discuss more about giving your radio’s signal some air in future columns.

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A Letter  to All Amateur Radio Operators 
 

In April 1917 a letter from the U.S. Navy District Communication Superintendent was mailed to every Amateur 

Radio operator in the country.  We had entered World War I.  Shortly after this letter was sent, a bill was introduced 

in the House of Representatives proposing that all radio communications, including Amateur Radio, should be 

handed over to the U.S. Navy.  Percy Maxim, one of the American Radio Relay League founders, immediately went 

to Washington lobbying against the proposed legislation.  Fortunately, the bill died in committee.  The letter read as 

follows: 

 

“To all Radio Experimenters, 

 

“Sirs: 

 

“By virtue of the authority given the President of the United States by an Act of Congress, approved August 13, 

1912, entitled, ‘An Act to Regulate Radio Communication,’ and all other authority vested in him, and in pursuance 

of an order issued by the President of the United States, I hereby direct the immediate closing of all stations for ra-

dio communications both transmitting and receiving, owned and operated by you.  In order to fully carry this order 

into effect, I direct that all the antenna and all aerial wires be immediately lowered to the ground and that all radio 

apparatus both for transmitting and receiving be disconnected from both the antenna and ground circuits and that it 

otherwise be rendered inoperative for both transmitting and receiving any radio messages or signals, and that it so 

remain until this order is revoked.  Immediate compliance with this order is insisted upon and will be strictly en-

forced.  Please report on the enclosed blank your compliance with this order;  a failure to return such blanks 

promptly will lead to rigid investigation.” 

 

With the “Great War” underway, the U.S. Military establishment found themselves with a complete shortage of ra-

dio operators and instructors.  The military contacted Percy Maxim for help in meeting their immediate need for 

five hundred qualified radio operators.  Before the end of World War I, four thousand radio operators had seen 

duty . . . but the Amateur Radio ban continued. 

 

Another attempt was made in November 1918 to put the Secretary of the Navy in charge of all radio in the U.S. and 

again, Percy Maxim, at his own expense, went to Washington attending the hearing on the bill.   It again died in 

committee.   On April 12, 1919, the Navy Department announced that the ban on receiving was lifted but radio 

transmissions by amateurs was still banned until the President declared peace.  Maxim urged that the ban be lifted 

and with the aid of the Assistant Secretary, Franklin Delano Roosevelt, the Navy lifted the ban on September 26, 

1919.

Percy Maxim—Father of Amateur Radio 
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 More About Morse 

 

 

 

NOTE:  You will want to turn your speakers down before  you start 

this app.  It goes FULL SCREEN immediately and you can’t get at the 

Windows Audio Mixer.  I have two monitors, so I brought up the 

Windows Audio Mixer on the 2nd monitor so I could turn down the 

sound without turning down my amplified speaker volume.   - Ed - 

 

The Morse Mouse app, developed by Charlie, M0PZT, demonstrates Morse Code to youngsters (and 

the young-at-heart).  The program sends a series of letters in Morse Code, making a game of skill and 

memory out of learning the code.  According to Charlie, the idea came about when his  club decided to do 

more than set up a station for special events at the local museum. 

 

The program simply picks a random letter to send and then gives users five to ten seconds to hit a key on 

the computer keyboard. Sound effects tell the user if they got the letter right or not. If the user correctly 

decoded the character, the mouse moves towards the cheese. If the user got it wrong, the computer will 

repeat the character, giving the user three chances to get it right. When all three chances have been used, 

the mouse moves backwards (away from the cheese).  The quicker you are at guessing, the higher your 

final score will be! 

 

A crib-sheet is provided to assist novice users with decoding letters, but even those comfortable copying at 

15-20 wpm will have fun using the program. The program currently only runs on Windows computers, 

and can be used with a keyboard as well as a touchscreen According to Charlie, the game is rather addic-

tive when used with a touchscreen display.        http://www.m0pzt.com/morse-mouse/?mouse 

 

 

 
The post Morse Mouse makes code fun appeared first on KB6NU's Ham Radio Blog.

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FCC Goes Paperless  

In order to streamline procedures and save money, the FCC stopped routinely printing and mailing licenses in  

February.           (Courtesy of Bill Cherapy, WB4WTN) 
 

There are a number of ways a license holder can obtain an official copy of their license. The official license will display the FCC logo and 

the watermark "Official Copy" will be printed across each page of an official authorization from FCC.  
 

1. Download and Print License: The licensee can log into the FCC ULS License Manager System http://wireless.fcc.gov/uls/ with their 

FRN and password to download and print an electronic authorization of the official license.  
 

2. Login and Set Paper Preferences: The licensee can log into the FCC ULS License Manager System with their FRN and password and set 

their own paper authorization preferences for future mailings. This option determines whether a user will receive paper authorizations 

(printed license and FRN information) from the FCC. The license holder would select either YES or NO and then click SAVE. By select-

ing YES, you will continue to receive paper authorizations printed and mailed by the FCC. By selecting NO, you will not receive authori-

zations printed and mailed from the FCC. This preference will  

affect all granted authorizations on this FRN.  
 

3. Receive License via email: When modifying, renewing or requesting a duplicate copy of the license, a licensee who already has an FCC 

Registration Number (FRN) and provides a valid e-mail address under "Applicant Information" while logged in to the ULS system will 

receive an official ULS-generated electronic authorization via e-mail. The action of adding a valid e-mail address into the FCC system can 

also be performed by a VEC filing new, upgraded, modified or renewed licenses on behalf of applicants.  
 

4. Contact FCC: Licensees may also contact FCC Support via the web, telephone or mail to request paper licenses. Please note that FCC 

recently stopped using distinctive paper stock to produce hard copy licenses and has been printing these on "standard, white recycled pa-

per." The Bureau noted that the distinctive paper stock it had used was six times more expensive than the plain recycled paper it now uses.
