ARRL Field Day Web Content Updated for 2019

ARRL Field Day 2019 is June 22 — 23 (always the fourth full weekend in June). The Field Day website already
includes updated content for 2019, and more is planned. A new Field Day Facebook page now is open too. While
there are no significant changes in web page and the FD rules from prior years, some text has been updated and
clarified.

With appropriate software versions and proper setup, FT8 now can
accommodate the Field Day exchange. Field Day stations should
ensure that the software they’re using (e.g. WSJT-X, MSHV) can
support the Field Day exchange and has been configured to do so.

Instituted in 1933 to demonstrate Amateur Radio’s emergency
preparedness capabilities while away from an established station, Field
Day remains the most popular event in ham radio, with more than
40,000 operators taking part last summer.

Field Day 2019 results will appear in the December issue of QST.

“Tyro” License Proposal Now Open for Public Comment

The same day that the FCC put ARRL’s Technician Enhancement petition on public notice, it also invited
comments on another proposal, designated RM-11829, asking the FCC to create a “Tyro” license class that would
require a minimal online examination as well as mentoring by an Amateur Radio licensee of Technician class or
higher. A “tyro” is a novice or a beginner. The petition was filed in August of 2017 by Gary A. Hampton,
ADOWU, of Longmont, Colorado.

Tyro licensees would earn operating privileges 99 channels in a 70-centimeter “TyroSubBand.” Applicants would
have to be at least 11 years old. Hampton said in his petition that one goal would be “reliable, nationwide 70-
centimeter interoperability” in the exclusive 430 — 440 MHz segment of the band.

“The Tyro license is exceptionally important to FEMA’s CERT program,” Hampton’s petition asserts. “It allows
ARES to solve CERT’s communication problems. The TyroSubBand technical specifications easily double the

capacity of typical 70-centiimeter repeaters...”

Hampton maintained in his petition that Amateur Radio also “should be used to further scientific research that is

published and quickly placed in the public domain.”

Hampton expressed the belief that institution of the Tyro
license would spawn growth within Amateur Radio, making
entry into the hobby nearly as simple as obtaining a General
Mobile Radio Service (GMRS) license.

The window for comments on the Tyro license petition will
be open for 30 days.

ITU Strengthening Emergency Telecommunications in the Americas

In the aftermath of disasters, alternative telecommunication systems are often needed to fill in for systems that
have been damaged or destroyed. The International Telecommunication Union (ITU) says its members consider
emergency communication as a priority in the Americas and are working to upgrade capabilities in the region.

Last year, the ITU teamed up with the International Amateur Radio Union (IARU) and with regional
telecommunications entities in the Americas to establish Winlink as an alternative emergency telecommunication
system that relies on Amateur Radio. Operated and administered entirely by volunteer licensees, the worldwide
email service — already popular with mariners — works over radio pathways and can operate completely without
the internet.

Winlink already is well-known for its role in emergency and disaster relief communication, providing email with
attachments, position reporting, weather reports, and information bulletins. The system was extensively used in
the aftermath of the high-impact 2017 hurricane season in the Caribbean.

In early 2018, ITU started implementing the project using Winlink, with the cooperation of the IARU and the
Federacion Mexicana de Radio Experimentadores (FMRE), the TARU member-society in Mexico. ITU and
FMRE worked in collaboration with COMTELCA , the regional telecommunications technical commission for
parts of Latin America, to define equipment specifications.

Governments have played an important role in project implementation. This was necessary for effective
coordination among telecommunications authorities, organizations responsible to respond to emergencies and
radio-amateur associations.

In Costa Rica, the minister of Science, Technology, and Telecommunications, the Benemérito Firefighters Corps,
and the Radio Club of Costa Rica established a project known as the Regional Emergency Alternate
Telecommunications Network for the Americas to permit communication in the event of emergencies when
traditional telecommunications fail.

“It is very important for the country to maintain systems and operational protocols 24 hours a day, 7 days a week,
since you never know when an emergency is going to occur or when we are going to need this type of
communication,” said Radio Club of Costa Rica President Hugo Soto, TI2HAS. “This equipment to be installed
under Winlink allows permanent and unattended operation.”

Governments have also provided some equipment and
carried out preliminary work to start operations.
National partnerships were built among relevant
entities, to procure the needed equipment, deliver
training, and increase awareness of Winlink.

“The project has built and strengthened synergies
among different entities at the national, regional, and
international levels and helped highlight the role of
Amateur Radio systems in disaster management,” the
ITU said. — Miguel Alcaine, Representative of the
ITU Area Office in Tegucigalpa, Honduras;

Islands of Fun

We will take a look at the Islands of the Air, another of the fine OTA programs, but before we do, there is a program that covers
US islands that bears mentioning first.

The US Islands Program has announced its 25™ anniversary this year. I’ll bet you didn’t even know there [ g g ]
was such a program as the US Islands Program. I didn’t either, and I have been an amateur radio operator
for 11 years this month.

They are offering a commemorative award for both chasers and activators for contacts made between
January 1 and December 31. Remember, an activator goes out to a place to activate a site, and a chaser

.
contacts the activator. 1 S 1

To qualify, chasers must confirm 25 islands during 2019, as a club or individual, and activators must
qualify or activate 25 islands in any combination, making at least 15 contacts for both new island \M_/
qualification and island activation. This award can be issued to multiple club members using a single call
sign, or to an individual.

There are permanent rule changes that went into effect on January 1: The minimum contact count for island qualifications has been
lowered from 25 to 15; the contact requirement of two DXCCs during an island qualification has been dropped, and the bands
eligible for island qualifications have been expanded to include 6 meters and satellite contacts.

OK, the second rule is perfect for technician class operators. They do not allow 2 meter or 70 cm QSO, unfortunately. So, get out
your 6-meter setup or purchase one. Ask an Elmer to help you, or buddy up with a friend who has a general or extra class license.

You can use a boat if you wish, but part of your setup must be on the island itself. Lake Lanier Island is the first island that comes to
mind. In fact, the North Fulton club held a QSO party and an annual picnic there last year. This might be a good activity for GARS.

The web site, usislands.org, has a list of islands that are recognized by the program. What if you want to activate an island that is not
on their list? They have a form you can get on their web site to request your island to be added.

Once you have your island number and you have made

your plans, contact the web master and they will add your Charlotte ©
activity to their calendar.
